Paris, Dec. 26.—(By The Associated
Press)—The final date of the repeated-
iy postponed exchange of ratifications
of the Treaty of Versailles now Qe-
pends upon the speed with which the
Allied missions in Germany can veri-
gy the German figures of available
floating dock tonnage demanded by
the Allies as compensation for the
sinking of the German warships at
Bcapa Flow, the Associated Press was
{nformed to this effect today at the
headguarters of the German Peace
Delegation.

Baron Von Lersner, head of the Ger-
man representatives, said he thought
this would take at least a fortnight,
§f not jonger, in view of the difficulties
of transportation in Germany and the
detai] involved in verifying the figures,

“A decided misunderstanding is re-
flected in the Paris press during the
past two days yegarding my projected
trip to Berlin, which I subsequently
abandoned,” he said. “My object was
to hurry, rather than delay, the put.
ting of the Versailles Treaty into
effect. From Monday night until Wed-
nesday afternoon at two o'clock I was
deprived of any communication with
my government by either telegraph or
telepl in ce of which
Berlin had no knowledge of the Entente
pote, or of the verbal communication
given on this subject by Dr. Dutasta,
8Secretary of the Peace Conference,
until this morning.

The victim of the affair is Patrick
Lahey, 32 years of age, of 109 Benoit
street, who was shot through the heant
and died at'the Montreal General Hos-
pital .a few. momenis after he was
taken there. The man under arrest
for murder is Vietor Dupuis, 40 yvears
of age, of 26 Demontigny street .wesl.
The woman is Mrs. Florentine Dupuis,
38 years of age, of the same address.

Quick work by Constable ‘Belanger,
fo the City Hall avenue station, w.hr;
was on duty opposite the Montreal
General Hospital, enabled the police to
make the arrest thoroughly and quick
ly. The constable was standing near
the door of the hospital when Leahy
was brought there in a cab. He saw
the victim bleeding from a bullet
wound in the left side and carried iuto
the hospital. The constable hurried
inside and found out that the man had
been shot at 26 Demontigny street
west. He promptly notified Lieuten-
ant Trepanier. The lieutenant = gent
out Sergeant Laporte and Coanstable
Noel and Desroches to investigate the
affair.

The polica ofticers, on entering the
house, found the man and his wife
fcleaning up the place. There was
blood on the silj of the front door of
the house and a small stove In the
middle of the front room was over-
thrown ‘while the stove pipes lay on
the floor. Two rifias, one of 4044
calibre and @W 22 calibre, were
tound” in the” ..

ers Dupuis and Leahy were friends.
Dupuis had invited Leahy to his homé
and have some supper and refresh-
ments, and they had several drinks.
‘While the police were unable to find
out the exact cause of the fight, they
ascertained that Dupuis and his wife
had become angry with Lahey. There
was a fieht and Lahey was running
through the door when both the man
and the woman picked up rifles and
fired at the man.- As far as a witnoss,
who was next door, could say today
struck by a bullet from
Dupuis’ rifle. He staggered outside
and fell on the sidewalk. The neigh-
bor picked up the victim and took him
in a cab to the hospital where it was
found that the man had been hit only
once, but the hole was a large one
such as would be inflicted by the
40-44 calibre cartridges. Exactly ten
minutes after his admission to the hos-
pital Leahy died without being able
to say anything.
