The former government with a revenue
of $34,000,000 was spending $38,000,000 and
was justly charged with extravagance.

ment had spent its revenue 0f§$49,000,000.
It had been spent for all the services the
former government had spent money for,
and besides it had been used to open up
the golden Yukon and to sepd brave meu
of Canada to aid the mother country in
SQouth Africa. This had been done and
a surplus had remained $690,000. The
opposition charged that fi e Liberals had
not given free trade. He admitted they
had not, but it had never been promised.
The Quebec platform did not say so. It
bad been claimed. that Sir Wilfrid Laurier
hkad promised it! Mr. Paterson said Sir
Wilfred had several times spoken of it
with “admiration as an ideal condition
which existed in England. Sir Wilirid
took his statemanship from Great Britain,
but that was a condition which he saw
Canada would not be able to reach for
many years to come. Canada required
revenue to conduct her affairs and a por-
tion of it had to be obtained from the
tarif.

Foster’s Handling of Figures.

Mr. George E. Foster, by a complicated
and ridiculous calculation had tried to
preve that the rate of the tariff had becn
reduced only a decimal of 1 per cent. A
somparicon of the former value of the im-
ports and the amount of duty collected
with the present showed that the redue-
tion in the rate of tariff taxation was
actually 42} p. c. or one-eighth. Conserva-
tives before the last election predicted the
closing of factories and shutting up of scres
if the Liberals were given the government.
Have their predictions been fulfilled? No

Every factory in Canada was pushed to-

its full extent, not a laborer was idle. As
for stores being closed—why the import
business of Canada, which had in‘reased
only $68,000,£00 in eighteen years’ Conser-
vative rule, had ivcreasel $144,000,020 in
four years of Liberal rale. Then, when
driven into a coraer the Coascrvative
claimed that the Liberals achieved their
success by adopting, the national policy.
