Annual Report' of Department at
Ottawa Gives Interesting
Figures.

Increase in New Brunswick Was $423,522--
This Province is Third in the- Amount of
Capital Invested in the Fighery Business
--The Bonus Figures.

Ottawa, March  5—(Special)—The an-
nual report of the marine and fisheries de-
partment for the year ended June 31
last, was issued this afternoon. During
the year there were 78200 men éngaged
in the fishing ' industry using 5,837,677
fathoms of nets and other fishing gear,
representing a capital of $11,491,300.

The lobster plant is estimated as $1,-
388,907, comprising 855 canneries, There
were in the year 15,315 persons employed
in this branch, of the fishing industry.

In the salmon canning industry of Brit-
ish Columbia there are 77 establishments
vatued at $1,500,000, and giving employ-
ment ' to 18,941 persons. They preserved
59,000,000 cans of salmon. '

‘The sealing fleet in British Columbia
consisted of 39 schooners valued at $370.-
000 and manned by more than 900 sailors
and hunters. L

The total capital invested in the fishing
industry by provinces is as follows: Nova
Scotia, $3,310,334; New Brunswick, $2,-
233,825; P. E. Island, $425, 589; Quebec,
$054,661; Ontario, $750,921; British Col-
umbia, $3,360,082; Manitoba and N. W.
Territories, $446,888; total, $11,401,300.

The capital invested for the previous
year was $10,990,125.

The total value of fish and fish pro-
ducts aggregates for the year, $25,737,153;
an increase of $,000,000 over the previous
year. This amount is the largest pro-
duction ever yielded and shows an in%
crease of $3,000,000 over the highest
catch.

Ther¢ was an increage of $188,396 in
Nova Scotia; $3,063,951 in British Colum-
bia; $423,522 in New Brunswick: $185,180
in Quebec, $9,784 in Ontario, $240,251 in
Manitoba, and the N. W. Territories, and
a decrease of $8,570 in P. E. Island. The
estimated figures for 1902 show a decrease
of nearly 3,000,000 for British Columbia.

During the year.the deep sea fishermen
of the maritime provinces received $155,-
042 .as fishing bounties. Of this amount
§60,001 was divided among the owners
and crews of 78 vessels and $86.850 was
distributed to 21,217 boat fishermen.
Nova Scotia got $101,024; Quebee, $33,161;
New Brunswick, $13,420; P. E. Island,
$8,335. Since its inception, $3,156,113 has
been distributed .among the fishermen.

Rome, Mich., March 5—The Very Rev.
John A. Zahm, provincial of the Con-
gregation of the Holy Cross, Notre Dame
(Ind.), left here for Paris today! Father
Zahm has been negotiating with the
French vatican authorities on the subject
of the membens of the religious ordeTs re-

BROUGHT DOWN

THURSDAY SHOWS SURPLUS OF $52000

Expenditure Decreased 2 Little as Compared With Previous
Year—Revenue a Little Above Estimate—Coal Industry
the Country’s Backbone.

Halifax, Mandh 5—(Special)—The finan-
oial returns for Nova Scotia for the last
fiscal year were brought down in the
house of assembly this afternoon. The de-
velopment which has been maintained in

.every department of industry and com-

merce is exhibited in the buoyancy of the
revenue which last year reached the ligh-
eft mark since confederation. .

Afiter providing generously for all the
public services the governmment was able
to close the year with a eurplus of more
than $52,000.

Premier Murray, in presenting uae
dtatementt, said that without in any way
adding taxation for provincial -purposes,
our révenues confinue to grow from year
to year. This increase is almost entirely
due to the activity in the coal industry,
nvihich now is the chief source of revenue.

The revnue estimated for last year was
$1,052,106.42; the amomnt actually received
wae $1,140,216.51, an increase over the esti-
mate of $88,110.09.- This is an increase
over the revenue of 1801 of about $50,000.

In order to show the growtth of the
revenue the following figures in round
numbers are given:—

In 1897 the revenue was $832,000; in
1898, $855,000; in 1809, $876,000; in 1900,
$1,014,000; in 1801, $1,090,000, and in 1802
was $1,140,000.

Years' Pulp Business.

During the year 1902 the pulp output
of Canada decreased by some 24,613 tons.
There were 35 mills engaged in the in-
dustry, the output of which was 240,989
tons of which 155210 tons was mechani~
cal pulp, 78,735 sulphite, 0,244 goda.
