LAURIER STILL
HOPEFUL OF ALL
RED SERVICE.

Has Pledged Canada to Pay Half the
Subsidy or $1,250,000 a Year.

Ottawa, Aug. 11—Canada is prepared to
shoulder half of the total subsidy required
for the Atlantic end of the projected fast'
service all red line. The company of capi-
talists behind the enterprise have asked

for an annual subsidy of $2,00,000 for the
proposed new four-day service between
England and Canada. The Canadian gov-'
ernment, through Sir Wilfrid Laurier, has’
promised to pay half of this amount,
namely $1,250,000, leaving the imperial gov-
ernment with Australia and New Zealand
to pay the other half. :

That arrangements will finally be ef-
fected among the interested parties to the
agreement looking to the realization of the
enterprise is confidently expected by the
premier. Delays in working out the de-
tails of the scheme are of course necessary
but the assurances, given by members of
the imperial government when the matter
was discussed at the colonial conference,’
indicative of the desire of the Campbell-
Bannerman government to have establish-
ed a direct fast traneportation line con-
necting Great Britain, Canada, Australia
and New Zealand, still hold good and:
after Lord Strathcona’s return to England '
it is expected that some definite announce-
ment will be made by the imperial auth-
orities looking to the consummation of
the scheme.
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
