The common idea is that it is an in-
decipherablo scroll that the recipient
must give anothor lawyer a guinea to
read and a guinea to answer. Ordi-
nary minds are filled with alarm when
this bugaboo is threatened, and ordi-
naty nerves are shaky when the docu-
ment is received. The editor of THE
TrisUNE has received one of these foar-
inspiring documents, and we hasten to
lay it béfore our readers so that they
may see just what it is like. It may be
read in fall in another column. It looks
innocent enough in print, as the effect is
entirely destroyed by the types. We are
bound to say that the popular idea of
legal chirogtaphy is not correct so far
as Messrs. Pugsley, Crawford and Pugs-
ley are conferned,as this letter isin ale-
gible hand, and the services of an attor-
ney were, therefore, unnecessary.

Gunboat Logi¢—British Influznce.

Two or three days ago the associnted
press dispatches said that the command-
er of a British gunboat had demanded
the removal of O'Kelly, the N. Y
Herald correspondent, to Havana, and
that “it was thought that the interfer-
ence of the commander would only com-
plicate matters without benefitting O’-
Kelly in the least.” The following ex-
tract from the Herald of Tuesday wil
show that the associated press agent un-
dervalued guaboat logic and British in-
fluence: :

We learn from & Washington despatch
that the Spanish authorities in Cuba have
at length copsented to the removal of our
imprisoned’ missionef, Mr. James J.
(’Kelly, from his present uncomfortable
quarters at Manzanillo to. more pleasant
apartments in Havana.’ The first polite
request of the commander of the British
gunboat Plover, that the fearless -corres-
pondent should be rel on condition
of his instant depasturefrom the island.
b:ing met with regretful assurances that
it was i sible, that the trial must go
on, and that Spanish dignity should be
maintained, the next message of the man-
of-war came in ‘the form of 2 demand
for *the removal of Mr. O'Kelly: to
Havana for trial and other meas-
ures for the mitigation of his imprison-
ment.” This was a style of argument,
especially when backed by shotted guns
and resolute hearts on board aBritish war
vessel, that brought the obstinate autho-
rities of the “Ever Faithful Isle” to
terms. No trickery or subterfoge could
avail them in such a case, so they have
‘< acceded to the demand.
Gunboat logic preved too potent for their
Don Quixote rhodomontades, and even
the fear of offending the bloodthirsty
volunteers melted away before the greater
danger of a coilisien with one of Her
Britannic Majesty’s war ships. The de-
spatch we have alluded to also states that
« gl} proper facilities will be extended to
Mr. O'Kelly.” In such a case the safety
of our commissioner is assured.

We are giad the Herald mind is at
rest on the O’Kelly matter, as its con-
stant infliction of a dozen columns or so
of O’Kelly on its readers daily was
growing monotonous.

The Tea Trade—Great Decline in
‘Pricess

_The tea trade, says a Boston paper, at
the present time i8 in a very unsatisfac-
tory condition, owing to excessive im-
portations, and as the stock in the hands
of dealers in this country is estimated to
be equal to a year’s consumption, there
appears to-be no prospect of an immedi-
ate improvement in the market. This
large accumulation of tea has caused
some of the jobbers and importers to
manifest considerable anxiety to sell, re-
sulting in a heavy decline in prices.
The different grades of greens have
declined from 10 to 40 per cent.,
and the Japans from 7§ to 15 per
cent. But the greatest losses are upon
tbe Oolongs, the average decline being
from 30 to 50 per cent., witha complete
demoralization of the market for this de-
scription of tea.  The principal loss con-
sequent upen this depreciation of stocks
will fall upon the New York importers,
but as they are very wealthy, no serious
apprehension exists asto their ability to
sustain the disastrous effect of the pre-
sent unsettled condition of the tea trade.
One result of -the depression is the an-
nouncement of the suspension on Satur-
day of the jobbing house of N. H. Gillett
& Co. of New York, whose liabilitics
amount to about $150,000, with assets
reaching $120,000.
