Vera Cruz.

Vera Cruz is the smallest, compactest,
cleanest, and deadliest of national sea
ports. It lies in the hollow of your hand.
It has practically but two streets, one
going straight back from the mole to the

Not
a four-wheeled, or~a two-wheeled, or
even & one-wheeled vehicle did I see in
all its tiny thoroughfares. ' The horse
and its rider; the donkey -and, its packs
were the only representatives of carts
and carriages, except the Indian loaded
like his brother, the ass, with burdens
grievous to be borne.
