SurreNDER OF INDIAN REsErves —We
find it stated in the Toronto Colonist, that R. T.
Pennefather, Esq., Superintendent of Indian af-
fairs, visited Ssult Ste. Maris during the past
week, and succeeded in making Treaties with
several bands of Indians for the surrender of
their reserves, which were retained in most de-
sirable locations at the time they made the Trea-
ty with the Hon. W. B. Robinson for the sur-
render of the lands on Lakes Huron and Superi-
or. The Sault Ste. Marie band surrender for
£300 a reserve of 100,000 acres on the Goulias
and Batchawana Bays along the shore of Lake
Saperior. The Garden River band for £300
surrender 60,000 acres of their reserve on Echo
River and St. Mary's River, retaining 15,000
acres, on which they will be joined by St. Mary’s
band. The Thessalin band surrender their re-
serve on Lake Huron, comprising 30,000 acres,
for £150. These reserves thus given up to the
Government, and to be Mw&ihbk for the

urposes of emigration, are to contain a
:reut deal of ul’:bh agricultural land, besides
mach mineral wealth of copper and iron. We
hope the Government bave given the Red Men
fair play, in driving tkis bargain with them, but
if the lands is of any value whatever, it certainly
does appear that the price paid to the Indians 1s
ridicalously small.

WaLxing THE RaPIDS ABOVE NIAGARA
FALLs 100 YEARS AGO.—A letter from Mr.
Kalm, a Swedish gentleman, to his friend in
Philadelpbia, dated September 2nd, 1750, con-

“ Twelve years ago, two Iroquois Indians
fishing above the Falls, were cast on to the Is-
land. It was seven days before their condition
became known.

Two Indians determined to
walk to the Island by the help of these poles to
save the poor creatures or perish in the attempt.

S5 they went and got to the Island, and baving
given the poles to the Indians there, they all re-
turned safely to the main land. Those two In-
dians who, in the above-menti manoer, were
first brought to the Island, are yet alive. The
Indians go to the Island now to kill deer, but if
the King of France were to give me all Canada,
I would not.”—N. Y. Com.
