
imposed by this act in each of the said districta,
with power to dismiss ftom. timne to tine such Ri.
ceiver, to appoint another in his stead, when so di-
missed, or in case of death or resignation.; and the
said Receiver so appointed, shall keep an exact
and particular account, of all such mômes as shall.
be received by him by virtue of and under the au
thority of this Act, and shall apply the saine quar-
terly n dincharge of the salaries of the said Pq.
lice Magistrates, Clerks, Peace Officers, Messen
gers and other peesons by the said Magistrates
çmployed, as well as other expences incurred in
the said Offices, which he may be directed to pay
by order of either of the Police Magistrates and
which order shall specify the object for whichsuch
expence shall have been incurred.

VIII. Provided always, and be it further e-
nacted, by the authority aforesaid, that giòh Re.
ceiver, shall every six months anld oftener if re-
quired, deliver to the Governor, Lieutenant Gov%.,
ernor, or person having the adrninistration of the:
Governmeunt of this Province for the tînie being, a
full and particular account of al[ monies by him re-
ceived and paid as aforesaid, with vouchers for the
same ; which account shall be verified upon oath
before one of the J udges of his Majesty's Court of,
King's-Bench of the district in which lie shall re-
side, .and such Receiver for his care aud pains
in the execution of such Office, shiall aud may
retain for his own use out of the monies by
him received as aforesaid, such som not exceed-
ing five pounds per centum, as the -Governor,
Lieutenant Governor, or person having the ade
ministration of the Goverment for the time being
in this Province, shall direct and appoiut, provid-
