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Page 2, line ult. After " Dominion" insert "and in default of immediate pay-
"ment the offender shall be committed to the nearest Gaol, or place of confinement, for
"any time not exceeding six months, unless such fine and costs are sooner paid. No
"prosecution, conviction or conimitment under this Act shall be invalid on account of
"want of fora, so long as the same is according to the true meaning of this Act."

The said amendments, being read a second time. were agreed to.
