A. B., do solemnily swear, that I will faithfully, trnly and impar-
tially. to the best of my judgment, skill and undeistanding, execute and
pe.rflorm the office and duty of Inspector of Grain ; and that I will not
directly or indirectly, by myself, or by any other person or persons
whomsoever, trade or deal in Wheat, or any otier Grain, or ,bQ on- 15
nected in any sucli trade during the time I shall contiñue such Inspector;

subjet to approval by the President of the Board of Trade, to whom
the penalty of the bond shall be made payable and in.whose hands 25
the bond shall remain, and shall avail to ai] persons aggrieved b*:ay
breach of the conditions thereof.
