To all to whom these presents shall come, or whom the same may in anywise
concern, GREETING.

J.A. MACDONALD, }W HEREAS by a certain Act of the Parliament of
Minister of Justice. Canada, passed in_the recent session thereof; and
intituled : “An Act relating to Quarantine and Public Hzalth,” * it is amongst

other things in effect enacted that the Governor in Council may, from time to -

time, make such regulations as he thinks proper for enforcing compliance with all
the requirements of the said Act, and concerning the entry or diparture of boats
or vessels at the different ports or places in Canada, and concerning the landing
of passengers or cargoes from such boats or vessels, or the receiving.of pas-
sengers or cargoes on board of the saine, asmay be thought best calculated to
preserve the public health, and for ensuring thedue performaunce of quarantine,
by and in respect of vessels, passengers, goods or things, arriving at any porb
within Canada, to which he thinks it right, for the preservation of the Public
Health, that such regulations should apply, and for the thorough cleansing and

disinfecting of such vessels, passengers, goods, or things, so as to prevent, as far -

as possible, the introduction or dissemination of disease into orin Canada, and
may appoint or remove such otficers as he may deem necessary for so doing, and
. assign to them, respectively, such powers as he may think required for carrying
out the provisions of such regulations, and may from time to time, revoke or
amend the same or any of them, and may make others in their stead, and
may impose penalties, forfeibures and punishments for ‘the breach thereof,
which regulations shall be notified by Proclamation, published in the Cunada
Gazett; at least twice ; and the production of the copies of the Gazette, contain-

ing any such Proclamation, shall be evidence of the making, date and contents
of such’ regulations. . And further, that such regulations shall have the force -

of law during the time-they respectively remain unrevoked, unless they be
