Cogswell's policy in running
the press has beer to publish
quality work, but also to en-
courage new talent, often at a
crucial stage in their fledging
careers as writers. Among
others, the press has published
works by Al Purdy and Dorothy
Livesay. Dr. Cogswell is also a
competent poet, who has been
widely published in literary
and other magazines and jour-
nals, and who has seen ten of
his own collections published.
He is still writing, and his Com-
plete Poems is in press. He is a
salented translator, helping to
bring together the people of
Canada through his transla-
tions into English of Quebec
literature. These include One
Hundred Poems of Modern
Quebec and a Second Hundred
Poems of Modern Quebec. His
Complete Poems of Nelligan
(in translation) is about to be
released. For many years, Dr.
Cogswell was the editor of the
Fiddlehead, Canada's longest
running magazine of creative
writing. During that time
