The Tigers had lost in the 
consolation semi-final match 
January 7th to the University of 
Waterloo by scores of 15-6,11-15, 
15-9,15-10.

In the round robin portion of 
the tournament the Tigers 
defeated the University of 
Alberta, 18-16, 15-10^ 15-3, but 
lost to Ohio State, 15-10,15-9,15- 
13, and to the host York team, 
15-7,15-11,15-0.

Tiger coach Al Scott said that
