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Inspector’s work during the proceeling
year, which staterient shall include the
number of colon es destroyed by order
of the Inspector and the localities were
found, and the an.ount paid to him for
his services and expenses for the pro-
ceeding year.

13. The directors of the said Associa-
tion may from from time to time make
such by-laws and regulations for the
control and guidance of the Inspector
in carrying out the provisions of this
Act as they may deem necessary, and
the said directors shall also by by-law
fix the amount of the remuneration of
the said Inspector and Sub-Inspector,
but all such by-laws and regulations
shall be subject to the approval of the
Minister of Agricultural.

An Act for the Protection of Bees.
R. 8.0., 1897, Chap. 282.

1. No person in spraying or sprinkling
fruit trees, during the period within
which such trees are in full bloom, shall
use or cause to be used, any mixture
containing Paris Ggeen or any other
poisonous substance injurious to bees.

2. Any persons contravening the pro
visions of this Act, shall, on summary
conviction thereof before .a Justice of
the Peace, be subiect to a penalty of not
less than $1. and not more than $5, with
or without costs of prosecution, and in
case of a fine or a fine and costs being
awarded, and of the same not heing upon
conviction forthwith paid, the Justice
may commit the offender to the common
goal, there to be imprisoned for any
term not exceeding thirty days, unless
the fine and costs are sooner paid.
