The war has brought distress to a ‘great many peo-
ple thedughout the country, while to the whole indus-
trial world there has been a more or less disorgani-
zation of busifiess. A considerable number of com-
paniea have been forced to suspend the payment of
dividends, while many others are finding thelr earn-
ings sériously curtailed. This is the dark side of the
pleture, but there is fortunately a bright side which
hu'mcﬂved_hr too little emphasis. As a direct re-
sult of the war there have been ordeérs placed in Can-
ada for supplies and munitions of war amounting to
at least $15,000,000, for which spot cash has been
paid.
