and down a ladder to the street all

exit thaving been cut off by the dense
volume of smoke in the stairway. Her
son, Fred Malcolm and a companion
also were forced to get out by a lad-
der. Captain Kingswell had to go back
a second time for Malcolm who was

partly dazed by the smoke and who _

was discovered putting on his shoes
before making the descent,

The fire threatened 35 and 37 Col-
borne street which is a four storey
building owned by Mr., Geo, Wilkes.
It originated in the basement of Mrs.
Lake’s store, where large quantities
of mattresses and combustible mater-
ial are 'stored. The theory of ‘spon-
taneous combustion is held,

The alarm was turned in by two
young men who happened to be pass-
ing at the time. They noticed smoke
issuing from the windows and the fire
looked dangerous. The upper stories
were inhabited on one side by Mxrs.
Malcolm and son and on the cther by
a Jewish family, the father ol which
is ill in bed from a severe disease, It
was thought that he would have to be
removed out of the vpat;: pud.eva
erything was got ready
noticed that the fire was well under
control,

When the firemen arrived a strong
south wind was plowing and ithe
cellar was a roaring mass of flames,
Chief Lewis immediately despatohed
Captain Kingswell and Lieut. Codd
to get the people out of the build-
ing. With great difficulty tliey suec-
ceeded in reaching the hedrooms,
which were filled with smoxe. ‘The
occupants ‘were all asleep.

looked serious for the factory. How-
ever with two streams of water on, the
firemen soon had the blaze under
control,

This is the second time the ownet
of this field has started a fire, which
has necessitated the calling of the
fire department. Omne week ago at=
urday he did the same thing when
the wind was ®blowing harder to-
wards the factory on Saturday.
