Morrisburg Is Celebrating In
Right Royal Manner.

Makes Stirring Patriotic
Address At Opening.

Morrisburg despatch: From
and eouth, east and west, by motor,
buggy, tram, steamboat and on foot,
thousands of loyal Canadians assem-
bled to-day to celebrate the centenary
of the battle of Chrysler's Farm. No
more attractive sight could be imagin-
ed than that of a thousand boys and
girls sprung from the loins ‘' of the
heroes who had brought victory to
the British forces in 1813, waving
their flags and their

of the sentiments of -the various speak-
ers,

Chrysler’s Farm is situated
and a half miles lower down
St. Lawrence than Morrisburg, and
the trip by boat is one of the most
delightful imaginable,  All along the
road from Morrisburg to the monu-
ment advantage hag  been taken of
telegraph poles, trees and fences to
decorate them with the - national col-
ors, while every house was artistically
invested. ‘On the historic battle ground
a big pavilion had- been erected. while
around lay refreshment booths.
The base of the monument had been
wrapped in  red. white and blue, while
the approach from the road led
through an arch  decorated in the
same colors, A thousand chlildren
were fed there and spent a great time.

When Mr, Andrew Broder, M.P.,
stepped forward to announce the first
speakey, a splendid panorama was dis-
closed from the platform.. PFirst came
the children, each with a flag. and
mostly dressed in white, B# O\lhum
a bhuge mass of humanity spread ‘away
to the distance where they could not
posaibly hear a  word, but remained
patiently neverthelees. Eighty yards
away stood the monument, close to
the old Cirysler Farm. the original
postg of which are still standing. and
winding its way like a huge silver
serpent the mighty St
ed rapidly nlong on its descent throngh
the rapids.

A PLEA FPOR KINDNESS.

Hon. (i, P. Graham, M.P, gave a
stirring  patriotic  address, breathing
loyalty and devotion. It is a proud
day for the people of Dundas,” said
the speaker, “when we celebrate an
event like this in  the history of the
county.” He asked the young peo-
ple to be kind and tolerant of, French-
Canadians and Indians, and paid them
a great tribute. the former Dbecause
they stood firm and refused overtures
that were made to them in 1763 by
the United States and in a sense saved
Cinada, the latter inasmuch as they
were a part of the British Empire.
“This battle of Chrysler's Farm.” said
My, Graham, “wa. fought in 1813, and
was the deciding battle which said to
the United States and to all the world.
Canada shall  remain a part of the
Empire!  There were other battles in
1814,  but they were not of the kind
we now celebrate.” The way Br. Gra-
ham told of brave Col. Morrison’s har-
assing the enemy and forcing them
to fight, held even the children quiet.

The speaker further stated that the
battle was not one to_ be celebrated
because blood had been shed or  be-
cause they had sprung from the vic-
tors, but Dbecause  of the fact that
there were men in days gone by who
stood so &trong for principles, The
British constitution. upon  which the
Canadian  was modelled. was the Dbest
ever designed. He appealed to the
young men of the county to do their
duty, a duty they were mot at pre-
sent p!‘rf"lllilnp: there was too much
scrambling for dollars and cents, and
too little attention given to municipal
and other public matters.

CHINESE CRISIS

Members of Parliament

Arrested and Executed.

Pekin, Sept. 1.JA crisis was reached
here to-day owing to the arrest of nine
more members of the Chinese Parlia-
ment. Since the proclamation of mar-
tial law in the capita] arrests and sum-
mary executions have been of frequent
occurrence, several of the victims being
members of Parliament.

Many of the deputies have departed
for the south in fear for their lives,
and the assembly of a Parliamentary
quorum has been prevented on numer-
ous occasions owing to rumore that the
police intend to make further arrests.

The Senate to-day passed a motion
delegating the Speaker and Deputy
Speaker to visit Provisional President
Yuan Shi Kai and ask him for an ex-
pianation of the arrests. and also to
enquire whether he still desired to gov-
ern China with the help of the Parlia-
ment or not.

At the same time the Senate resolv-
ed not to sit again if the reply of Yuan
Shi Kai proved unsatisfactory.

Ottawa despatch: Word has been re-
ceived that H. L. Drayton, chairman of
the Railway Commission, sails from Eng.

His return
is awaited with a great deal of interest,
as Mr. Drayton has been making an en-
quiry for the Government into the ques-
tion of the rapid increase in ocean
freight rates in recent years. He has
also, it is understood, bLeen discussing
with the British authorities the feasibil-
ity of some international organization
such as the Railway (‘ommission to deal
with ocean freight rates.

The date of the next sitting of the
famous railway rate case will not he de:

Round-Britain Trip Ends in

Near Disaster

Success in Sight When
Plane Falls Into Sea.

London, Sept. 1.—Jmst when victory
appeared aseured; Harry Hawkes’s bru-
liunt attempt tc win the £5000 prize
offered by the London Daily Mail for
n flight aroind the British coast end-
ed in disaster this afte'ncon when he
feli into the sea fiftecn miles north of
Dublin. e had then covered 1,043
miles.

To-day's flight started ominousiy.
Trcuble began at Oban, where one
the floats on the muachine was swamp-
ed, the repairs wasting precious min-
Engine trouble brought him
down at Kiell’s, Argylishire. He then
flew  suwccessfuly  across the sea to
Iarne, where hie wae delaycd am hour
und a half adjusting the engine. lle
reascended at 11 this morning to speed
towards Dublin. He flew steadily Sor
2 1-4 hours, when an unusual mishap
brought disaster. )

Hawker was preparing to alight at
Lougtinny. His boots were rubber-
soled, and at a critical moment his foot
slipped off, the ruddgr bar on the
waterplene. got out of eontrol, plunging
him into the water from a height of
fifty teet, a few feet from the shore.
Coast zuards speedily resecued Hawker
&nd Kauper, his mechanic - passenger,
Tke former escaped with nothing worse
than a few bruises, but Kauper’s arm
was broken, and he sustained bad cuts
on the hea¢ and neck. His conditich,
however not serioas.

The aeroplane is  hopelessly wrsck-
ed.  Hawker was much fatigued at the
time of the accident. but asserts it was
not tiredness that caused his foot to
slip.  The accident was not the %ult
of the mackine o the engine.
