Paris Cable.——Of great importance
to tne allies i1s a message trom Petro-
grad in the Journal that the railway
from the Russian capital to Ekaterina,
a port in the Arctic, which is free from
ice throughout the year, will be open
for war traffic at the beginning of
November. This new line has been
buiit under the direction of American
engineers, an army of 10,000 men,

The terminus on the edge of the
Arctic is Ekaterina, on the northern
coast of the Gulf of Kola, where large
docks and sheds have been construct-
ed.

space of time,

The campaign is causing intense an-
ger in Germany. A peculiar feature of
the outburst in the press is the com-
