Diphtheria Carried by Turkey*.
Dr. Pauliuis reports a most interesting 

epidemic of diphtheria which occurred 
iu Skiatos. one of the Grecian isles, in 
the year 1884. The population of this 
island at the time was about four thou­
sand. Dr. Bild, an old practitioner, is 
the authority for the statement that for 
thirty years no case of diphtheria had 
been* known on the island. In June o 
child aged 12 years was attacked with 
diphtheria and died. Seven other cases 
occurred iu the immediate neighborhood ; 
five of these died. The disease extended, 
until, within a period of five months, 100 
persons were attacked, of which number 
36 died. Three weeks before the sick­
ness of the first child, a flock of turkeys 
arrived from Salonica. Two of these 
were sick on arrival, and each of the 
others were subsequently attacked.

Dr. Paulinis found in the throats of 
the sick ones patches of false membrane. 
The glands of the neck were swollen, and 
In one bird the disease had extended to 
the larynx, making it hoarse. One of the 
turkeys, after recovery, had paralysis of 
the legs, and was unable to walk. Al­
though there had been no immediate 
contact between the sick birds and the 
first child attacked, still the distance be­
tween them was slight, and a wind had 
been for some time blowing in a direc­
tion favorable to the transportation of the 
disease. Dr. Paulinis believed that the 
disease was contracted from the turkeys, 
its germs being carried by the currents of 
air.—Bulletin Medical.

Indian* Fond of Sugar.
The Indians on the San Carlos reserva­

tion in Arizona are extravagantly fond 
of sweets. Sometimes in one store a 
barrel of sugar will be sold in a day in 
quantities of five and ten cents’ worth, 
just enough to serve the Indian for 
candy.—New York Evening World.
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THE GREAT TRADE ISSUE.
The tory party cannot be serious in 

raising the loyalty cry as an objection to 
reciprocity with the United States; be­
cause it is absurd. The difference be­
tween the present trade relations of Ca­
nada and the United States and what 
they would be under unrestricted reel 
procity is purely one of degree and not 
of principle. If it is not disloyal to trade 
as at present with the Americans, how 
can it be disloyal to do, say three or 
four times the present volume of trad­
ing, which is what unrestricted recipro­
city means? The tory party, however, 
did not always regard reciprocity as dis­
loyal, but once used arguments looking 
m an entirely different direction. On 
the contrary, however, the history of our 
own country teaches that the surest 
presage of an annexation movement is 
declining trade with the neighboring re­
public.

Forty years ago, old Canada asked the 
imperial government to negotiate a re­
ciprocity treaty between Canada and the 
republic; but as the matter was not 
pushed the annexation movement of 
1849, in which so many lip-loyal tories of 
today figured was bom of the disap­
pointment. In 1854 and in 1871 Canada 
had limited treaties of reciprocity with 
the United States; and limited as their 
provisions were, both countries 
advantaged. It was not dis­
loyal in those days to trade 
liberally with the United States and why 
should it be disloyal now ? Does past ex­
perience teach that increased trade re­
lations gave birth to a desire for increased 
political relations between l he two 
countries ? No! but the reverse. A 
Canadian minute of council passed in 
1865 distinctly set forth that as a conse­
quence of extending the principle of 

local self-government “combined with 
the advantages secured by the recipro­
city treaty of eur unrestricted commerce 
with our nearest neighbors in the natur­
al productions of the two countries, all 
agitation for organic charges has ceased, 
and dissatisfaction with the existing polit­
ical relations of the provinces has wholly 
disappeared.” The same minute in 
council in urging the renewal of the 
treaty proceeding claimed sagely that a 
close connection existed between the 
material prosperity and the political con­
tentment of a people; and then held that 
as reciprocity meant political tranquility, 
the continuance of reciprocity should be 
promoted by statesmen.

The words of that minute of council 
uttered in 1865, in the hope of inducing 
the imperial authorities to bring some 
influence to bear upon the Americans, 
which would secure the continuance of 
the reciprocity treaty, apply to-day with 
equal potency as an argument in favor 
of establishing a new trade treaty. The 
only difference between the present 
and former proposal is that the 
scope of the latter was confined 
to natural, products while the 
new proposal includes reciprocity in 
certain classes of manufactured goods as 
well as natural products. The enlarged 
scope of the proposed treaties will be 
more advantageous to our people than 
the restricted scope ; but those who 
favor only the restricted reciprocity in 
natural products must bear in mind that 
the Americans have distinctly refused 
to enter into any such arrangement. 
They claim that it is a treaty under which 
we sell to them ; but retain a tarif! 
barrier against our buying from them in 
return. It is therefore proposed that 
the reciprocity shall be enlarged to in­
clude manufactures as well as natural 
produce.

The pushing, enterprising Canadian 

manufacturer need not fear the com­
petition. It is true he will be subject to 
increased competition ; but on the other 
hand his market will be increased from 
iive millions to seventy millions of 
people. Today scores of Canadian manu-

facturer# are prevented from aiming 
at increased production ; because there 
is no market in which by a little exertion 
or extra energy, they could push oft a 
surplus stock of munufactures. Voder 
unrestricted reciprocity many enter­
prising and pushing Canadian manu­
facturers would discover in the 
American states, markets for their sur­
plus stock. The comparative cheapness 
of labor here in the maritime provinces: 
the cheapness of raw material: the 
comparative lowness of rent charges, and 
the purchase prices of business sites: 
the railway and water competition for 
freights possessed by many counties; 
and finally thejuxtaposition of iron and 
coal at a central point for distribution 
over the provinces ought to give our 
manufacturers a natural protection in 
the cost of production, which should en­
able them not only to monopolise in a 
great many lines of manufacturers their 
own local markets, but to invade those 
of their American neighbors. •

THE NEW MINISTER OF MARINE.
As was anticipated Mr. C. H. Tapper, 

M. I\ for Pictou, enters the Dominion 
cal inet as Minister of Marine and Fish­
eries. Lie will make a suitable Minister 
of Marine in a cabinet which knows Mr. 
Foster as minister of finance—and he 
will compare well enough with Mr. Fos­
ter. Mr. Tapper’s youth is argued againat 
him, but that should be no disability 
did he possess any marked amount of 
ability to offset his inexperience. The 
greatest recommendation ot ability ever 
credited to young Tapper was being 
the son of his father; and it 

is probably this recommendation which 
obtained for him a seat in the cabinet. 
The Conservative press will of course, 
laud the member for Pictou, exaggerate 
whatever qualification he may possess in 
their estimation, and compliment the 
Dominion Premier upon discovering 
such a (politician among his supporters. 
But what will the country think of the 
rapid changes being made in the 
cabinet ? Changes which are only 
remarkable as showing the inferior 
timber of which cabinet ministers may 
be made. It is true there is still a 
Tupper in the cabinet but it is C. H. 
Tupper, M. P. for Pictou. Is he an equiv­
alent fer the Knight of Cumberland? We 
have never admired the political career 
of the latter, nor placed much confidence 
in the integrity which should have 
underlain many of his public trans­
actions ; but unscrupulous as he is, his 
unscrupulousuess was backed by power­
ful oratory and great ability.

Mr. C. II. Tupper’s promotion settles 
foi the nonce, the rumors which be­
stowed the portfolio of Marine and 
Fisheries upon Mr. Wood, M. P., the 
member for Westmorland. What use 
would Mr. Wood be to Sir John as a 
cabinet member. The cabinet is already 
overburdened with members, who lack 
debating power, and to have added to 
the number would have been suicidal 
folly. Mr. Wood is not a strong speaker, 
he is slow rather than ready in debate; 
and somewhat sluggish in his thoughts. 
He is a successful business man and un­
doubtedly conducts his own business 
very well; but as a politician is a signal 
failure. He has the disadvantage too of 
being unknown outside his own county; 
and he has not taken that prominent 
part in parliamentary proceedings which 
would lead men to point him out as a 
coming cabinet member. . Somebody 
must Lave started the story as a joke 
—especially as Westmorland would cer­
tainly if it were opened just now witness 
the most bitter and hotly contested 
political fight known in this 
province for years. Mr. Emmeraon made 
a grand fight as the liberal standard 
bearer in the county at the general elec­
tions; but with the unrestricted recipro­
city agitation in his favor, and the lib­
erals stung into increased energy by re­
cent occurrences, he would do even 
better to-day. The strength of the vote 
which he -polled surprieed his political 
friends, and was an unexpected revela­
tion of their own strength, even against 
the ministerial parly aided as it is by the 
votes of hundreds of government em­
ployees. The Dominion government has 
acted wisely in not opening Westmor­
land, it was too risky and too costly.

Up in Kent county, Ont., there is a 
county judge named Bell, who was in 
public life a liberal, and a tory paper 
called the Planet. The tories the other 
day tried to have the liberal member 
elect for the commons, Mr. Campbell, 
countedkout. The judge, of course, was 
too honorable to permit any trickery to 
be worked; and the recount confirmed 
the liberal member in his seat. The 
Planet, which probably with other tory 
newspapers, has rejoiced at the imprison­
ment of a liberal editor in New Bruns­
wick for daring to criticize certain Su­
preme Court Judges, immediately at­
tacked Judge Bell as “a judicial auto­
crat,” “a partizan," and “one who is in 
the habit of conducting business in a 
star chamber.” It is not probable that 
Judge Bell believes for one moment that 
his reputation is so open to such a charge 
that he need send an editor to jail to 
educate public opinion to a belief in his 
impartiality, and therefore a tory editor, 
whose attack upon the judge was unwar­
ranted, will be treated differently from 
the liberal editor in this province, whose 
protest was levied against a miscarriage 
of justice and misconduct upon the

The expense ol operating the Domin­
ion franchise act is so enormous on both 
the Dominion and the two political par 
ties that it is generally believed that the 
government will adopt manhood suffrage, 
next session, as an excuse for abandon­
ing their first franchise bill. Manhood 
suffrage is the simplest solution of the 
franchise problem. It could then be 
adopted by each province and uniformity 
of voters lists secured.

Allan A. Crocket, formerly of this 
city, and who for some time past has 
liven Master Workman of the Knights of 
Labor of the city of Chicago, delivered 
the following address before Machinery 
Constructors'Assembly of that city, just 
before leaving for San Francisco where 
he is now located. The address was by 
the request of the Assembly published 
in the Chicago papers ns follows :

To ask a man if he believe.* ia organ­
ization is to my mind equally as absurd 
as to ask him if he believes in the multi­
plication table. It is however true that 
when tbe question is put to some men 
they, without knowing it, misrepresent 
themselves by answering in the negative. 
If they would only for an instant stop to 
consider and allow their thoughts to be 
tempered with sincerity rather than pre­
judice their answer I believe would be, 
yes

Science has long since demonstrated 
that the entire universe is but one gigan­
tic organization. Each atom is one com­
plete part of the complete whole, each 
atom owes a duty to the neighboring 
atom, and all atoms are constantly in 
motion. We look with amazement at 
the organization of the human body, vie 
think of the minute particles or atoms 
which go to form the blood, the atoms 
which form the bones and flesh, the 
atoms of tbe air with which our lungs are 
fed. and then when we think that each 
atom is one complete part of one com­
plete organism, and that oiganism one 
complete part of another complete or­
ganism, and so oti until we have consid 
ered all the parts that go to make up the 
human body, and then when we have 
reached that to think that man is (as it 
were) but an atom or one complete part 
of society it ia amazing I say to some 
minds, yet none the less true. Just 
notice the organization ot men on a 
crowded street, notice how one turns out 
to let tbe other by, and think bow it 
would be if they were not organized. 
(Sometimes two trains for want of organ­
ization are put to run in opposite direc­
tions on the one track). We cm all 
conceive of the ultimate result in such a 
case. Then again there is the organiz*- 
tnn in our schools, just allow yourselves 
to imagine the confusion that would ex­
ist if they were so organized. Here 
would be one scholar who, owing to his 
particular desires, would want the exer­
cises in history called first, another would 
have the class in geography, a third 
mathematics, a fourth rhetoric, and so 
on until the differences of opinions und 
desires of each individual would be ar­
rayed against each other, and if persisted 
in would result in one great uproarious 
tumult, but, thanks to organization, our 
schools are free from sucli barbarous 
commotion. The same holds good with 
churches, our asylums, our hospitals, 
prisons, shops, theatres, etc. Suppose as 
another instance, the purchaser of a re­
served seat at the theatre should refuse 
to sit in the seat whose number correa 
ponds with the ticket organization has 
given him; what a fine time there would 
be.

The purport of government is organiz 
ation and upon the quantity of the latter 
depends the quality of the former.

1 am aware of the fact that there are 
persons who disapprove of government 
in any form, and yet they are organized 
[this has iu it something of the paradox] 
for the mere fact that they agree that 
there should be no government estai) 
fishes a rule, and rule is but organization.

Our opinions on established facta are 
organized. It is when we go into theory 
that the trouble begins, and I believe 
that political economy is not or ever will 
be a pure science. It is but a system of 
patchwork, and must ever be so. Laws 
for one age must be made to suit the 
people and conditions of that age; what 
ought to have been one hundred years 
ago, perhaps, ought not to be now, and 
what is considered right now may be 
thought entirely wrong one hundred 
years hence; and it is on this point many 
people make the mistake. They try to 
establish rules which should be for a 
more advanced age; it is as bad to go 
ahead of our time in this respect as it is 
to go behind.

Labor organizations have in the past 
been guilty of many rash deeds, such for 
instance as the strike, and, by the way, 
there is a word which will always stand 
next to it, and that is defeat, The strike 
has been unsuccessful but that does not 
condemn organization. Organization 
should aim and does aim to educate peo­
ple; it is aiming to erase the bad and 
bring to li^ht the good; it is aiming 
to plant morality instead of greed into 
the hearts of humanity, and in my opin­
ion the achievement ofita ends is but a 
question of time.

Organization, like everything else, 
must evolve, and a point gained in one 
direction after experiencing defeat in 
many others, is one not soon to be lost.

I think one of the highest virtues in an 
organization of iren is the opportunity 
itaflords for an exchange of ideas upon 
questions which concern their well-being 
and that of those about them, both those 
who listen and those who take part in 
the discussion are enabled to form a 
more perfect idea of the question by 
hearing the opinions of the many than 
if they were to trust entirely to them­
selves. We are quite willing to accept 
the clothes from the tailor, the hat from 
the hatter, and the shoes from the shoe­
maker, and it they fit well, look well, and 
are good in every way as we think, we 
will wear them, if otherwise, we will not. 
Now then is it unreasonable to think of 
doing the same with our ideas, if it is not 
then organizition for this purpose is 
conducive of good.

As a matter of principle I am opposed 
to secret organizations ; as a matter of 
policy I am in favor of them. I refer 
now to labor organizations. Other so­
cieties I do not approve of at all, the 
only virtue I see in them ia the sick and 
dr •' * oefit, and that may be had in a 
pi conducted labor society. Any
sc hose usefulness and sympathy
is I by the number of its members
(v 11 who are in need of aid are
in i) is not a strictly moral one.

jectofan absolute ethical society 
m jo benefit humanity. Suchaso-
ci his is possible. Such a society aa
tL :,he Knights of Labor intended
to Brothers, the principles, of our
oi t upon everlasting foundations ;

I have said that in principle I was op 
posed to secret organizations and that 
for policy I favored them, because under 
the present conditions ot things secrecy 
is essential ; but I believe the time will 
come when we can throw open our doors 
and show to the world that we aiui at 
something higher than mere selfish ends.

Let ue be proud enough to refuse 
charity and brave enough to demand 
justice ; let us be honest enough to be 
honoured, and true enough to be trusted.

1 know it is easier to say this than to 
do it, yet 1 believe it can be done. There 
is a battle to be fought and we must 
fight it. 1 know, too. that there are 
those who either through iniillereiiue, 
malice, or lack of courage, tail to couie 
to the front, yet we must through edu 
cation Inspire them to do so, we must 
talk to them in the shop, on the street 
or wherever we may find them; we must 
explain to them what organiz mon really 
is. We must show them tbut it mean» 
the decrease of misery and the increase 
of happiness, the ending of vice and the

The Fredericton Gleaner is vigorously
protesting against the course of Mr- 
Hale M. P. for Carleton, in voting 
against tneLiberal party on sev­
eral resolutions involving ques­
tions of principle; and our contem­
porary justly demands that Mr. 
Hale resign his seat and seek election 
under the circumstances of his apparent­
ly changed opinions. It is a great pity 
that more Liberal journals have not the 
courage of the Gleaner, and similarly 
denounce in vigorous terms this plague 
of trimming politicians. If members of 
parliament are to be permitted to aban­
don with impunity, after election, tbe 
political principles which they were elect­
ed to support, where i< the nsefuluess of 
contesting any elections?

There is little moral distinction be­
tween tbe elector who sells his vote to 
the highest bidder during a parliament­
ary contest, and the member of parlia­
ment who wavers in his adherence to 
political principle because of the attrac­
tion which the dispensing of patronage 
possesses. Whatever destinction be­
tween tbe two cases there may bo tells 
against the elected member who really 
sells not his own vote but tbe votes of 
his entire constituency' If the Liberal 
party desires to redeem this province it 
must determinedly drive out of its ranks 
trimmers, and recognize the truth of the 
principle that it is impossible to steer 
for all points of the compass at the same 
time. Tbe Liberal party will gladly re- 
ceive into its ranks, allies and converts; 
but they must be allies who are convinc 
ed that the principles of the Tory gov­
ernment arc destructive to the true in­
terests of the country, and that Unre­
stricted Reciprocity and other Liberal 
principles will promote the Dominion's 
welfare. But the Liberal leaders should 
not abate one iota of principle to obtain 
the support of such men—such support 
should be accepted only on the condit­
ion that these men’s change ol political 
faith is sincere. If the Liberal party of 
NeW Brunswick is to-day weaker than it 
should be in Dominion Politics, it is be­
cause a trimming policy—a set­
ting of the sails to catch every passing 
breez1—has too long been allowec to 
prevail to retain and obtain the support 
of such men as llale, Skinner «V: Co.

It is no use disguising facts, and it 
may as well be plainly admitted that 
Messrs. Hale and Skiun- r have both vot 
ed iu parliament during the past few 
weeks in direct opposition to principles 
which the majority of Liberals hold to 
be vital. They may have sincerely done 
so, but the question of their sincerity has 
nothing to do with the attitude which 
Liberals should assume towards them. 
Liberals cannot afford to be represented 
in parliament by men twbo in important 
parliamentary engagements are liable to 
go over to the enemy. So far as the Lib­
erals are concerned their ultimate inter­
ests would be better served by no respon­
sibility for the parliamentary votes ot 
such men.

The New Brunswick Liberal party can 
never succeed until it has the courage to 
ca’l such trimmers to account and drive 
them from all representative positions. 
Stalwart Liberalism with “thorough” for 
its motto, urged upon public attention in 
the mest aggressive and pertinacious 
manner, would in a few years make this 
province as overwhelming Liberal as it is 
now ministerial.

Science In the Houeehold.
There is heat enough wasted around an 

ordinary kitchen range—to say nothing 
of tbe furnace—to furnish all the power 
needed to run the sewing machine, pump 
water for an elevator, and light the 
dwelling by electricity. The same waste 
of heat of the cooking apparatus might 
be made to cool the house in summer and 
to dispense with the ice bill.

When nitrate of ammonia, for exam­
ple, is dissolved In water it absorbs an 
enormous amount of heat and the prin­
ciple Is readily applied in the construc­
tion of refrigerating chambers. Properly 
elaborated and located these could be so 
arranged as to keep meats, etc., better 
than the ordinary ice box, to cool water 
for drinking more wholesomely than the 
average ice supply, and to send volumes 
of cold air down through shafts to regis­
ters in the ceilings of rooms so that the 
heat of summer might bo tempered as 
certainly as the cold of winter. The 
same supply of tho ammonia salt may be 
used repeatedly by evaporating tbe water, 
for which purpose tbe waste heat above 
spoken of could be utilized. The possi­
bilities of applied science in the house­
hold have not been even nibbled at.— 
Chicago News.
