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AGRICULTURAL NOTES.
—Upwards eof eighty tons <ef

strawberries were shipped from

Grand Falls, N. B, this season.

—The value of the hay crop in
the United States is fixed at about
$400,000,000 per year, a sum that
l{ngss it high among farm products.

—Ireland’s butter export to Eng-
land amounts to 40,000,000 poundsper
vear. The superiority of this butter
is what gives it such prominence in
English markets.

—The immense Deleware peach
crop is estimated at from 10,000,000
to 12,000,000 baskets, and the problem
which now presents itself is as to how
this unprecedented harvest is to be
marketed.

—In Neepawa, Man., recently, an
agricultural implement agent deliver-
ed in one day to farmers, 61 binders,
10 mowers, 11 horse rakes, and 22,
000 pounds of twine, The value was
about $17,000. "

—At Boston, during June, the re-
ceipts of strawberries were 66,633
crates, against 39,215 crates. last
year. The total receipts of straw-
berries since August lst, have been
92,500 crates, against 65,227 crates
last year.

—O0ld strawberry beds should be
mown down after the fruit is gather-
ed. This will give a chance for new
and vigorous growth, from which by
due cultivation a thrifty bed can be
made for next year. The old growth
is better removed than left.

—The strong feature of the ex-
periment station work at the Storrs
school, Conn., for the present year, is
co-operative field experiments on the
effects of fertilizers of different kinds,
undertaken not only at the station,
but by different farmers in every
county in the State in duplicate.

—Congressman Vandever of Cali-
fornia, says that State produced 300,-

000 boxes of raisins three years ago, *

800,000 boxes last year, and will pro-
duce 1,500,000 boxes this year. The
product last year was equal to 58,000,
000 pound of fresh grapes, and will
this year equal 105,000,000 pounds.

3 What We Saw.

(Dr. G, M. Twitchell, in Maine Farmer.)

Daring an extended trip in New
Branswick, spending the days mian-
gling with the peeple, on the furms,
in the cities, ameng the botels and
on the streets, the fact was forced
homeo that for some reason there was
less drunkemness and profanity than
at home in Maine. Daring the en-
tire time only one intoxicated per-
son was seen, and he was quietly go-
ing .his way on the streets of St.
John. While everywhere there was
evidence of an abundance of liquor,
and it was offered in places without
any attempt at concealment, the
surprise was that ne cases of intoxi-
cation were noticed. More than
this, not an oath was heard during
our stay. To what shall the free-
dom from these two bad habits be
ascribed? The prevalence of intox-
ication and profanity in Maine is
something terrible, Observing and
intelligent men in the Provinces
state that the apparent absence of
intoxication is to be found in the
fact that public opinion mukes a
man feel be is disgraced when drunk
on the streets, and the pressure ef
this potent icfluence checks the out-
ward manifestation of the evil, which
must exist while liquor is so openly
sold. The infloeace of the pulpit
and press have been very strongly
exerted against drunkenness, as well
as the sale of liquor, and with
special referenage to & healtby, moral
sentiment. Whether or npot this
fully explains the cause, the fact is
as siated. As regards profanity, it
is said that & marked change has
taken place during the past twenty
years, and that tho young people
are growing up with purer speech
than formerly, The entire absence
of these two terrible habits was a
plensant feature evervwhere, and a
subject for congratulation, The
frequency of profanity among our
people is alarming, and the call is
urgent that something be done to
check the habit. The home life
across the border was very attractive
and restful. It may be that the
sober, quiet babits of the people al-
low time for a more complete ac-

uaintance of parents and children,
than where everything is in a whirl
of excitement, and the press of
business demands our closest atten-

n. It seemed a little strange to
find that nebody was in a hurry,

Spanish Armada Tercentenary.

(London Times, July 20).

The people of the West of Eng-
land kept high festival yesterday.
On the Hoe at Plymonth it is said
that 20,000 people were assembled
to lay the foundations of the ns-
tional memorial of the defeat of the
Spanish Armada. Tue defeat, as
every one knows. was not the affair
of a single day, ¢o that it weuld be
imposible to fix its tercentenary
precisely ; but July 19 was chesen
because that was the date of the
first sighting of the Armada from
Plymouth, and was the date also of
Drake's celebrated game of bowls,
which was re-enacted yesterday, on
the very spot, by players dressed in
Elizabethan costume. It is very
proper that this place should have
been chosen for the celebration, and
that what specially coounects the
Armads with Plymouth should bave
struck the minds of those who have
organized the commemoration. For
all Devonshire men take a special
pride in the great defeat, and regard
their county as mainly responsible
for it. This pardonable vanity has
much te be said for it. Drake and
Hawkins, Raleigh and Gilbert, were
Devonshire men ; and the list might
easily be extended to the length to
which Kingsley extended it in
“Westward Ho! The men of
Devon and Cornwall had been fore-
most in the expeditions round the
world, and Drake’s crews, in his
famous voyages, whether round the
world or only to the Spanish Main,
had been largely made up of them.
Hence the Armada has always been
a closer and more real tradition
with the people of South Devon
than anywhere else. The day, as-
suredly one of the greatest-in the
histery of England, is so to speak,
their day. Devonshire.men are its
heroes: Devonshire men are the
most prominent, the most daring, of
sll those who fought in that second
Salamis.

It.is impossible to avoid asking
whether, if a like danger befel us
again, a like result would follow. |
I'he good people of Plymouth, we |
may be sure, have been nnkin;:'
themselves the question with some
persistency of late, with part of the
magnificent fleet before them that
las just sailed westward for the
great manceuvres. It must have
have been a great disappointment
to them, and to the West of Eog-
land generally, that the fleet was
not permitted to stay and to take an
actual part in the ceremonial of
yesterday, thongh we can understand
the ressons which made that im-
possible. But with or without a
vaval demonstration 10 Plymeuth
Sound, we can form a fair judg-
ment as to some at least of the
chances, supposing a great demand
were suddenly to be made upon our
ships. The lesson of the Armada
was not lost upon England, and it
may be said that from that time for-
ward resolve to be the equal, or the
superior, of any other power at sea
has been the first article of Hoglish
statesmanship. We have been so
with little intermission, from Blake’s
time onward ; but it has always to
be remembered that naval warfare,
which remained essentially the same
from the days of Drake till some
time later than the days of Nelson,
has been lotally revolutionized by
steam, iron armor, torpedves. Drake
took two years and ten montbs to
sail round the world, in s fleet of
little vessels; buot' thero was less
difference between bis fleet and Nel-
son’s than there is between Nelson’s
and Admiral Baird’s. Unfortunate-
ly, thongh manmuvres are excellent
practice in a hundred different waye,
they caonot ever solve the great
question of modern naval warfare.
The real nature of a great sea-fight
between opposing fleets' of iren-
clads must be more or less matters
of inferenca uniil the thing has act-
nally taken place. But the infer-
ence may be precise and soientific
in many ways; and such practical
experiments as these manwmuvres
may help it enormously, We _re-
joice that they are taking place, and
that there seems to be a disposition
at the Admiralty to continue them
from year to year. Fer these are
po times to rest in the belief that we
shall never be attacked and never
even embark in a great war. For
the mement the political sky is less
overcast than it was; bat who can
say for certain what may be the
case in twelve months, er in six, or,
in three? There are iwo or three
simple faots which dominate the
sitnation—that every Centinentsl
nation is armed to the teeth; that
the expenditure of meney, time, and

Compared - with’ inebriates
who use differont kinds of aleohol,
he is more incarable, and more gen-
erally diseased. It is our ebserva:
tion that beer drinking in this coun-
try prodaces the very lowest kind
of inebriety, clesely allied to crimi-
nal insanity. The most dangerous
class of ruffians im our large cities
are beer-drinkers. Recourse to beer
as a substitute for other forms of al-
cohol merely increanses the danger
and fatality.—Scientific American.

We believe that the bereditary
evils of beer-drinking exceed those
proceeding from ardent spirits:
First, because the habit is constant
and without paroxysmal interrupt-
ions which admit of some recupera-
tion ; second, because beer-drinking
is practiced by both sexes more
generally than the spirit drinkiog;
and third, because the animalizing
tendency of the habit is more uni-
formly developed, thus authorizing
the presumption that the vicious re-
sults are more generally transmitted.

For a sore throat cut slices of fat
boneless bacon, pepper thiekly, and
tie around the throat with a flannel
cloth.

When stung by & bee or wasp,
make & puste of commen earth and
water, put on the place at once and
cever with acloth. y

Fer a coid in the chest, a flannel
rag wrung out in boiling water and
sprinkled with turpentine laid on the
chest, gives the greatest relief.

When a felon first begins te make
its appearance, lake a lemon, cut off
one end, put the finger in, and the
longer it is kept there the better,

For a cough, beil one ounce of
flaxseed in & pint of water, strain
and add a little honey, ene ounce of
rock candy, and the juice of three
lemons ; mix and boil well. Drink
as hot as possible,

Often after cooking a meal a per-
son will feel tired and have no ap-
petite. For this beat a raw egg until
light, stitin a littte milk and sugar,
and season with nutmsg. Drink
half an heur before eating.

For a burn er scald, make a paste
of common baking soda and water,
apply at once and cover with a linen
oloth. When tha skin is broken
apply the white of an egg with a
feather ; this gives instant relief, as
it keeps the air from the flesh.

At the first sight of s runaronnd,
take acup of wood ashes, but in a’pan
with a quart of cold water,.pat the
pan on the stove, put yeur finger in
the pan, keep it there antil the water
begins to boil, or as long as it can
be borne. Repeat once or twice if

John Huxford's Hiatus.

For many weeks John lay in the
hospital, and for many weeks efforts
were made to gain some clue as to Lis
antecedents, but in vain, e showed
as the time rolled by, not enly by his
demeanor but also by the intelligence
with which he began to pick up
fragments of sentéfices, like a clever
child learning to talk, that his mind
was strong enough in the present,
though it was a complete blank as to
the past.

Here was a
strange outcome of a Spanish gentle-
man’s tobacco-inspired meditations.

John’s case had aroused seme dis=
cussion and curiosity in Quebec, so
that he was not suffered to drift into
utter helplessness upon emerging from
the hospital.

favoritism, but entirely his mar-
vellous powers eof application and in-
dustry. From early morning until
late in the night he labored hard in the
service of his employer, checking,
overlooking, superintending, setting an
example to all of cheerful devetion to
duty. As he rose from one post to
another his salary incréased, but it
caused no alteration in his mode of
living, save that it enabled him to be
more openhanded to the poor. He
signalized his promotion to the mana-
gership by a donation of 1,000Z to the
hospital in which he had been treated
a quarter of a century before.
