OUR MARSHES.

To the Editor Chignecto P#st:
Sir.—In view of the great measure of 

success that has attended the%wholesale 
flooding of the Great Marsh, which au c- 
cess has been demonstrated at every 
high tide by the flowing with, the' fertil­
izing tide waters of the Bay of Fundy 
of upwards of 1,000 acres of the impov* 
erished old dyked portion of District 
No. 0: and this all within one year of 
the time of the first breach in the aboid- 
etiu, while the openings for the inflow­
ing tide are yet small compared what 
they will be in two years time. In view 
of this wonderful success which surpass» 
es the highest hopes of the most enthu* 
siastic promoters of the scheme, and 
which completely closes the mouths of 
those who opposed the plan by urging 
the impossibility of flowing so large an 
area at ence, and by advocating the 
necessity of dividing the body into small 
sections by huge and costly dykes. In 
view of all this Sir, we again ask space 
in your columns to submit to the public 
and more especially to the marsh pro­
prietors ef Westmorland parish another 
and still larger scheme of marsh improve­
ment. A scheme which considering the 
greater necessity of the work and the 
mere lasting benefits to be derived and 
the greater difficulties to overcome ren­
der it an undertaking of greater import­
ance than the first.

Everybody acquainted with the local­
ity will admit the necessity of flooding 
that, body of marsh and bog in West­
morland parish, lying between Jolidure 
and the Sackville Parish line, compris 
ing Sewers District No. 1 and 2 letter 
B. Division and containing about 1500 
acres of ma.sk and 1200 acres of log and 
lake. But some of the proprietors seem 
to look upon the project as an impossi­
bility because a former attempt to flood 
this body by the Jolicure canal proved

failure. We believe however this 
much needed work of improvement can 
be successfully accomplished. And we 
are confident that if the proprietors will 
cooperate and commence the work on a 
fair basis and right principles, and then 
push it to completion with energy and 
ability, it will not only prove a oossibil- 
ity, but will prove to be a p aying specu­
lation to the owners, bringing more 
wealth and more lasting benefits to that 
parish than all the Dairymen’s and Far­
mer’s Associations, Agricultural So cie- 
ties, Experimental Farms, Government 
Lectures and Bulletins, than have been 
organized, established, delivered or iss­
ued in the last half century or are likely 
to be in the next fifty years to come. If 
the people of Westmorland would have 
this body reclaimed and turned into 
land as valuable and remunerative as 
that beautiful stretch of marsh lying be­
tween Jolicure and Point de Bute. 
There are six things necessary to have 
to insure the success of the enterprise, 
ail of which they now have or can easily 
obtain. First, access to some large tide 
river; second, a canal running through 
the body to the fresh water of Jolicure 
lakes; third: the whole body from this 
tide river to the head of the fresh water 
hikes must be formed into one sewer 
district so as to give the majority of 
acres to be benefited entire control of 
tho canal; fourth: a wido expanse of 
land to flow from the mouth of the 
canal upwards so as to take in immense 
volumes of water which, while rushing 
out at the ebb tide and aided by a 
small expenditure of money in spading 
between high tide» will rapidly gully 
out and enlarge the canal into » large 
tide nver of sufficient capacity to flow a 
large tract at once; fifth: afiesh water 
stream flowing from the head of the body to 
aid in enlarging this river and keeping it 
permanently open; sixth: a sum of money,z...... i._. • ► „„ zhu.iI ita aniiiral.nl 11(or what is just as good, it. e-mvalent in 
work) which if th. best rout. Is leketed 
and the work carried on judiciously will be
small compared with the benefits to be de­
rived. We have heard two routes' suggest 
ed for carrying the tide to this body. One 
is tostart at the Tantramar River and fol­
low the canal leading into Sunken Island 
until near the centie of that bog and then 
digging northeasterly to the Lacoup Creek 
in the School land and cleaning out that 
creek to the head of the Body. Another 
plan ia to remove Etter’e aboideau and al­
low the tide to flow up that river and 
thence up the Lacoup Creek. But wo have 
(,o hesitation iu saying there is a shorter, 
cheaper and much more practicable route 
than either of these; and that is to com 
mence at tho Tantramar River at the 
mouth of Tolar’s Canal, taking advantage 
of that Canal aa far as its entrance into 
itueh Lake; thence running easterly and 
;roesing til» Parish line not far from where 
ihe old Jolicure Canal crosses and then 
iway through tho body in the same terrai- 
aatiou us the others, in support of this 
latter sutemeut wo would say this route 
is shorter because it is rnoie direct- 
It is cheaper because it always has 
jauni uf tiôine considerable size extend­
ing about one quarter of tho whole dis­
tance, and because from the starting 
point throughout the whole distance 
this route has a wide expanse of poor 
land every aero of which needs tide and 
can well afford to pay an assessment for 
it. It is cheaper because in the one 
cose it would cost more to pay land 
damages up the old river from Aulac, to 
say nothing of the cost of removing 
fitters aboideau sa well as the old True-

productive to talk of renewing. And 
more so than the Sunken Island route 
on account of it passing through much 
low laud which is easily dug, whereas 
Sunken Island will be found fully six 
feet higher then the lew marsh and in­
finitely more dihicult to dig and wear 
by the action of the water This route 
ia preferable to either of the others on 
account of ita having a large area of jk or 
low land on the lower halg of the canal, 
which taking as it necessarily must the 
first benefits, can afford to pay the 
heaviest expenses in digging and w hich 
low land will form a' basin to receive 
great quantities of water to rush back 
again, rapidly cuting out a river, where­
as both the other, routes on the lower 
ends have a comparatively narrow strip 
of much higher land. In fact we see no 
no serious difficulties in the route wo 
propose except the Parish line and the 
division line between districts No. 1 
and 2. True these are only imaginary 
lines and would scarcely be supposed to 
atop the force of a Bay’of Fundy tide, 
but just such imaginary lines as these 
running hither and thither across tho 
severed natural divisions of marsh lands 
in these two counties have proved and 
are proving to be (he greatest obstacles 
and nuaiances to be found In the way of 
reclaiming our bogs and renewing our 
marwhes. Just wky these lines were 
placed «» and dewn and across our 
■nrohee we find them we earn ot say 
but we do say that before all these 
thousands tf acres of bog and lake, and 
all these broad expanses of improver- 
iehed marsh lands lying around the 
head ef the Bay of Fundy are brought 
back to their virgin fertility by its 
waters every one ef these lines whether 
it divides Provîntes, Counties, Parishes 
or Districts meet be razed and removed 
so far as thb government and manage» 
ment of our marshes are concerned. 
There should be no divisions or dis» 
tricta known save those the Creator 
made when he fashioned the hills and 
the valleys. Every marsh body should 
extend from the bay to the head of the 
bog just as nature fixed it in between 
the hills. And a majority of acres in 
that body whether those acres consist 
of bog lake or marsh should have power 
through its commissioners to tear out 
aboideaus, dig canals, change water 
courses, straighten rivers, flood drain or 
dyke, and carry on all necessary works 
for the improvement of the body in gen­
eral assessing the expenses thereof ac­
cording to the benefits received.

But Sir we m ust leave this question of 
the fundamental principals of marsh 
economy for discussion iu a future letter, 
irorided of ceurse that you will again 
avor us with a few columns of space in 

your paper and go back to one more im­
mediate subject. If the people of West­
morland arc in earnest about improving 
this body let them meet together immediate­
ly and take steps to apply to our legis­
lature to pass a bill at this winter’s season 
to wipe out the line between their two dis­
tricts and to remove tho Parish line for all 
purposes of marsh government and make 
their two Districts a par t of the Sackville 
sewers district numoer 6. We do not 
mean by this proposal, they aie to hand 
over the management of their marsh lands 
bo the three comtrfiesioners of this District 
No. 6. But lot it be a provision of the 
till that two additional Commissioners 
shall be elected by a majority of the whole 
of this newly formed body. Ami to insure 
at all future times the proper representation 
of the interests of the Westmorland pro­
prietors it might be made compulsory that 
two of the five commissioners should be 
residents ot that Parish.
