Winter Port Resolutions---
Dr. Alward’s' Speech.

THuRSDAY, P. M., March 15.

After dinner, Mr. Young moved his reso-
lution, seconded by Mr. Park, in reference
to Big River bridge, Bathurat, Gloucester.

Hon. Mr. McLellan, in the absence of Hon.
Mr. Ryan, said the information would be
furnished, as far as practicable.

Me, Tweedie committed a bill to exempt
certain property in the town of Chatham
from tazation, Dr. Alward in the chair. Mr.
Pweedie explained that it was the pulp fac-
tory, of which Mr. Fisher was manager, as
well as the plant and machinery that it was
proposed to exempt from taxation. The
factory and plant, etc., would cost upwards
of $100,000, and the establishment would
gl ployment to a large number of bands.
H! vsed an additional section providing
that the premises shall be valued by the
county valustors.

Mr. Hutchison said that while the enter-
prise was believed to be one that will benefit
Obatham, there was an impresgion that the
parish of Chatham should pay the taxes
from which the property will be relieved,
and the amount not borne by the whole
county. The bill as amended was agreed

Hon. Mr. Mitchell committed a bill to
smend chap. 110 consolidmted statutes of
fences, trespasses and pounds, Mr. Humph-
rey in the chair. Hon. Mr. Mitchell said that
since committing the bill, the attorney
general had informed him that Mr. Killuw,
who was unavoidably absent, bad some
amendments or additions to make to this
bill. He would, therefore, consent to bave
progeess reported with leave to sit again.

Answering Mr. Stockton, Hon. Mr. Mit-
«chell gaid the bill only changed the word
may to shall in the duties of the pound-
keeper. At present some of the pound-
keepers think that they can act on their
own judgment and refuse to take cattle
brought to them by the field drivers. The
proposed bill was to remedy that. Progre:s
was reported as requested, with leave to sit
again,

Hon. Mr. Blair committed the bill respect-
ing the sale of intoxicating liquors. Mr.
Palmer in the chair. The bill occupies up-
wards of 145 sections aud many sub-sections
‘When Mr. Palmer began to read the bill,
Hon. Mr. Blair said that as it had been
printed, and been on the desks of hon. mem-
bers for some time, he did not think it
necessary to have the bill read over as a
whole, and suggested that the chairman
read it section by section. Hon. Mr. Blair

said that hon. members were, to some ex-
tent, familiar with the liguor license legis-
lation passed in the province of Ontario and
that passed by the dominion parliament in
1883, The dominion license act of 1883 was
considered & very fair measure on the whole,
and was considered to bave beem made as
effective ag it was possible to make a license
act. That bill was based largely on the
Crooks act, and the act adopted by the
Nova Beotia legislature was very similar.
He mightsay that this act now proposed
was identical with the "acts passed in
Oatario, the dominion parliament and Nova
Bcotia legislature. There was little new in
it over the acts adopted in the places
named, and he did not think there would be
found much room for discussion. The bill
only intends two kinds of licenses—tavern
and wholesale. It is intended to limit the
number of licenses, and outside of towns
and cities persons, in addition to other re-
quirements, are required to furnish such
dations as are y for guests
In towns and cities such ac-
way be di d with at the
will of the local autkorities. As to the cost
of licenges, that is a matter that will be
largely left ter the discretion of the commit-
tee of this house. He was well aware that
there were different opinions as to what the
fee should be; thatsome favored a very high
licenge and sage & low one.  For himself, he
'was free to admit thathe favored a moderate
rate, seeing that nothing was to be geined by
a very high fee. The act was not intended
to interfere with the localities where the
.Scott act is in force.

The chairman then proceeded to read the
bill section by section. The first three sec-
tions passed without discussion. Section 4
requires that the city, town or municipal
council shall, immediately after the passage
of this act, either at its first regular meeting
thereafter or at a special meetiog called for
that purpose, neggnate a chief inspector, <ud
if pecessary one or more additional inspec-
tors. Sub-section one of this section re-
quires that the name of person or persons
nominated shall be submitted by the clerk
of the council to the lient governor in coun-
¢il, who sball have the right to veto such
nomination.

Mr. Tweedie thought that some power
should be given the governor-in-council to
make the appointment of inspectors, pro-
vided the councils did not appoint proper
parties, and remarks of a like nature were
made by Messrs. Hutchison, Stockton and
Young. Finally the sub-section named was
smended by Hon. Mr. Blair, by the addition
of the following words: ‘‘And in casea
nomipation is vetoed, and another person
who shall be approved by the lieut. gover-
nor is not at once nominated by the council,
the lieut. governor-in-council may make an
appointment.”

Hon. Mr. Blair explained that there was a
licenge law in force in Kent, Gloucester, St.
John, Madawaska and Victoria, It was the
desire of the government to bave that law
made as perfect as possible; but in doing so
*he committee were not expressing an opin-
1on in favor of & license law over & prohibit-
ory one.

Section 6, fixing the rates of licenses, after
iderable di ion was all d to stand

over for the present.

There was'a lengthy discussion over sub-
section 3 of section 15, relating to “‘applica-
tion for licenses.”” According to this, objec-
tion may be taken to the granting of a
licenseé as follows: ““That the licensing,
therefore, is not required in the neighbor-
hood, or that the premises are in the imme-
diate vicinity of a place of public worship,
hospital or school, or that the quiet of the
place in which such premises are situate
will be disturbed if the license is granted.”

Mr, Tweedie considered this a grievance.

Mr. Stockton favored the motion as it
stood.

Mr. Hutchison supported ¥r. Stockton's
views.

Section 30 reads as follows :—

No license shall be granted if two-thirds
of the rate-payers in any ward in any city or
incorporated town, o-in any parish, petition
against it on the grounds hereinbefore set
forth, or any such grounds.

On motion of Mr. White, the following
words were struck out of said section:
“On the grounds hereinbefore set forth, or
any such grounds.” The section as amend-
ed according to Mr. White's yiews, makes
the bill as near as possible & prohibitory
measare.

Sub-section 1, of section 36, fixes the num-
ber of tavern licenses in cities and imcorpor-
ated towns, according to thefollowing scale:
One for each 250 of the first 1,000 of popula-
tion, in any ward of such city or incorpor-
ated town, and one for each 500 over 1,000
of population.

Section 37 sets forth that the number of
licenses to be granted in the different par-
«ishes shall not, in each year, be in excess of
the following scale : Oune for each 400 up to
1,200 of population, and one for each 1,000
beyond 1,200 of population.

Sub-section 1, of secaion 37, permits that
one tavern license may be granted in any
parish, notwith ding that the populati
shall not amount to 400.

When sub-section 1, of section 36, was
read, Mr. Hibbard said he could not, as &
t-mperance man, support the bill. It recog-
nized the liquer traffic, and he could not
give his suppert to the licensing of such an
evil.

Mr, Hutchison said Mr. Hibbard’s remarks
were somewhat out of place.

Mr. Hibbard said he bad no desire to re-
flect upon any gentleman in the house.
When he spoke as he did he had expressed
bis own convictions. He could not agree
with Mr. Hutchison that the Scott act has
been a failure. If Mr. Hutchison holds the
views he does, regarding the Scott act, why
does he fuvor passing other laws intended
to stop drinking ?

Mr. Hutchison—This act has the machin-
ery to accomplish much good.

Mr. White, like Mr. Hibbard, did not be-
lieve in a license law. If the question was
license or prohibition,he wuuld be unmis-
takubly in favor of prohibition. He would
not offer the slightest compromise in the
matter if we are in & position to pass a pro-
hibitory law ; that is the power of the federal
parliament. In the absence of & prohibitory
law, he regarded this bill as an excellent
one, containing, as it did, s clause giving
two-thiids of the ratepayers of any district
the right tomake the law prohibitory in the
locality. He moved on amendment to sub-
section 1 of the section 36, fixing one license
for each 500 ia the first 1,000 of population,
and oue for each additional 1,000.

Hon. Mr. Blair—That would give the city
ot St. John about 26 licenses.

Mr. Stockton said he would probably be

idered as strong a man as
the hon. member from Charlotte. He eould
not share the bon. gentleman's views, how-
ever. This question must be approached
from a practical standpoint. The bill was
an endeavor to perfect what has been a law
of the province for a very long time. It had
been carefully and laboriously prepared. As
the section now stands, the city of St~ John
wovld be entitled to 65 or 60, or, by the
&¥ision of the city into wards, the number
might be increased tv 60 or 65. e was not
sure of the present number of the licenses
there, but he thought it was over 80. Itwas
for the cammittee to say whether the section
a8 it stands or the amendment of the mem-
ber tor Kings should be adopted.

Mr., Hetherington thought that if a license
law should pass the fee should be made us
high as possible, and then given to all who
wanted licenses. Let the whole city have
licenses if they were willing to pay the high
figure. Then all would be sellers aad no
purchasers. He did not believe in making
30 or 40 rich by giving them a monopoly of
the licenses. He was opposed to the liquor
traffic altogether.

Hon. Mr. Blair said he would like to have
this section stand, as it was only fair to huve
it discussed when there were more St. John
members present. While in favor of limit-
ing the number of licenses, he was not in
favor of excessively high licenses, which, to
his mind, was not intended to advance the
cause of temperance*

Dr. Atkinson said he was satisfied that
this act would advance temperance. A
license law was in force in five counties in
the province. This house kas not the power
to probibit the liquor traffic, but it has the
power to restrain the traffic.

Sections 36 and 37 wegg allowed %0 stand
for the present.

Section 38 was carried. It provides that
the couacil of any wmunicipality may, by
bye-law to be passed befure Feb. 1 in any
year, order that no tavern license shall be
issued therein for the then ensuing year, or
tor any further license year, uatil such bye-
law is altered or repealed.

Dr., Taylor asked if the legislature had the
power contained in this section.

Hon. Mr. Blair said he thought it had. He
believed we should bave that right; at all
events, it was well to ascertain the author-
ity. If there was any doubt, the matter
could be settled in the courts later.

Progress was now reported, with leave to
sit again, 38 gections having passed as origi-
nally read, or as amended, as stated in the
repyrt, except such sections as are mention.
ed ks standing aside for the present.

DR ALWARD.

Dr. Alward seconding the resolution
spoke as follows :—Rrepresenting the city
most vitally interested in the subject matter
embraced within the provisious of the reso-
lution moved by the hon. member for Kings,
[ cannot permit the opportunity to pass
without an effort or my part to emphujye
its importance. When we entered into con-
federation some Lwenty years ago, the im-
mediate construction of the Intercolonial
railway was made one of the conditions of
usion. 1ts object was not merely to cement
the un’on, but also to afford an outlet to the
8ea, through British territory, for the pro-
duce of the west. We were led to expect it
would be constracted by the valley of the
Saint John. The adoption of the circuitous
route by the morth shore fell like a chill up-
on the sspirations of the people of Saint
John. When completed, in 1876, that gov-
ernment of the day was engaged in the
construction of & grest trans-coutinental
highway having British Celumbia as its
objective point.  We were bidden, wait and
trust to the future. Through long years
we bave waited and trusted until hope de-
ferred hath made the heart sick.

n 1881 work was commenced by the Ca
nnda Pacific Railway Company to construct
a line connecting the railway system of old
Canada with the Pacific slope. The bur-
dens it imposed were heavy and quite unpre-
cedented in the history of 8o young a natiou-
ality. We submitted to these burdens,
hoping its completion would signalize the
just expectations of our people, that the
cities of St. Jobn and Halifax would be the
termini of that great highway, durisg the
winter season.

Let us for a moment pause to consider the
weight of taxation it has imposed upon us.
In addition to the cath subsidy of twenty-
five millions we must take into account the
thirty-five millions it cost for surveys, the
completion of the line from Thander Bay to
Winnipeg and the construction of the Rocky
Monatain section from Kamloops down the
valley of the Fraser to Port Moody, and the
t'n millions loaned by the government to
the syndicate and paid last year in waste
lands. Nor is this all. We
must not puss over the
ten millions granted in the shape of aids
and subventions by the goverument of Can-
ada for lines east of Callander, and we thus
have a grand total, apart from the grant of
public lands, of eighty millions expended in
the construction of the Canadian Pacific
railway. Taking the population of New
Brunswick at one thirteenth of the whole
Dominien, our share of this burden is over
six millions, or an annual charge of interest
at four per cent., amounting to & quarter of
a million of dollars. For all this expendi-
ture we were led to expect some counter-
vailing advantage.

Three avowed reasons were put forward
for the early construction of the Canadian
Pacific railway. First, it would render us
independent of foreign caprice. Seco'nd. it
would tend to build up and strengthen our
oationality. Third, it would prove a fitting
complernent to our policy, called national,
or “Canada for Canadians *> To carry out
this national idea the road must be built
entirely through British territory. No
rival line was permitted to be built
south of it by which trade could
be diverted into and threugh Ameri-
can territory. Fora like purpese the road
was with equal despateh built around Lake|
Superior, whea by & shorter route, by the_
way of Sault St. Marie, our north west could
be reached through a foreign country.

Most carefully was every avenue guarded
lest some portion of the traffic might be
diverted wuntil the gates of Montreal were
reached. A like policy, we demand, for the
east; other things being equal we expect our
government to guard with as jealous care
and foresight the diversion of that traffic
after it has left Montreal. From such a
policy we regret to say the government
made & departure. The indignation aroused

The total value of imports and exports for
the like period amounted to $84,179.364. As

disasters and casualties, it was shown, the
percentage of loss, for these ten years, of
tonnage of both steam and sailing vessels as
compared with total tonnage entered and
cleared is .26 of 1 per cent.; and of loss of
cargoes of sailing vessels as compared with
the total amount of imports and exports is
.05 of 1 per eent.

The committee further reported that the
agents of St. John for marine 1nsurance com-
panies are taking risks from St. John direct
to Europe &t the same rate of premium as
from Hulifax, Boston and Portland.

These briefly are some of the reasons in
which we ground our demands to a just re-
cognition ef our rights on the part of the
Dominion government. Let the same jus-
tice be done the east as has been done the
west. We plead not as suppliants for &
faver; but as treemen, who know our rights,
aod knowing dare maintain them. Ispeak.
gir, in behalf of no mean city; on the con-
trary, for one that ranks fourth among th:
great shipowning ports ef the world. 1
raise my voice for the rights of a people
down by the sea, who boast for their country
a mercantile tonage that places it fourth
among the nations of the world and whose
87,000 sailers man her ships, which sail on all
seas. I bave an abiding faith in this young
nationality of ours. Weof the eastare proud
and justly proud of our western heritage.
They of the west should feel equally proud
of our splendid Atlantic frontage through
whose marts and ports the ever-increasing
trade of Canada shonld by all possible
means be made to follow to the markets ot
the world.

True, Portland 18 but 297 miles from
Montreal, while the distunce to St. Jobn by
the short line is 440 miles, being 143 miles
against us; yet as a countervailing advan-
tage, the sea voyage from St. Jobn to Liver-
pool is 150 miles shorter than from Portland
to Liverpool. The distance accordingly
from Montreal to Liverpool by the way of
St. Jobhn is seven miles shorter
than by the way of Portland. In favor of
St. John as one of the winter portsit may be
urged, the Canada Pacific Railway is giving
special attention to the grading and intend
making the short line a greatly superior
road to the Grand Trunk Railway. I
further claim ouwr port i3 capable of com-
peting with any otber port for ihe outlet of
Oanadian traffic on the Atlantic sea board.
It is the fourth largest ship owning port of
the world. Itbas an open harbor all the year
round. It bas unrivalled facilities for both
dry and floating docks. It bas freights to
offer at all seasons of the year to the largest
v Especially will this be so, when
the sghort line is completed. Eight large
ocean steamships have been in our harbor
loading at the same time. When the Allan
line of steamers first carried mails to Port-
land, being unable to get return freights
there, they came to St Jobn to load. And

yet  notwithstanding  all this, it
is said the approaches to our
barbor remder navigation unsafe and

the denge fogs of the bay preclude the possi-
bility of our competing successfully with
either Portland or Boston. I give an un-
qualified sontradiction to both i
During the autumn and winter months our
harbor and its approaches are quite free from
fog. There is no port north of Hatteras
freer from ice, than the harbor ofSaint John.

THE COUNTY COERT.

The Bribery Casen—Taexdny
moon's Proceedings,

[Fromn Yesterday's Weekly Gleaner.] |

The jury returned at half past four. A
true bill was found against Messrs. Hilyard
and Hazen. In reference to the bill aguinst
Mr.Temple the jurycame into court and asked
the judge if it was necessary to support the
indictment that the bribery should be per-
sonal. The judgedirected the jury that to
support the indictment the bribery must be
versonal. The jury retired, and atter some
further consideration, there being no ovi-
dence of direct personal bribery by Mr.
Temple, found no bill against him.

The indictment was prepared by the at-
torney general, and It is to be regret-
ted that it was drawn for direct personal
bribery, instead of bribery  through
Mr. Hazen as his agent. We do not pre-
tend to understand law, and it may be that
the judge was wrong in his directions and
the indictment as prepared was sufficient for
« case of bribery by agent, but we would
have expected the indictment not to charge
direct personal bribery, but to have charged
bribery through an agent as everybody has
s0 understood the evidence from the first.
Had the attormey general been present he
might have then and there added such a
count, or amended the indictment to meet
the point raised, and indeed the solicitor
zeneral might bave made the same applica-
tion, but perbaps he would be diffident about
changing the indictment as drawn by the
attorney general. The matter will probably
not rest here, as it ig still open to the crown
officers at the next coart to present a fresh
indictment for bribery by an agent, a courso
which we presume will be adopted. In the
meantime Mr. Temple, will, of course, take
what comfort he can out of his tempor-
ary eacape while his unfortunate dupes will
stand waiting trial,

The indictments against Messrs. Hilyard
