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MRS. TURNER 
KILLED BABY.

Tie Corner's Jury Soy That Child 
Was Strangled.

Suspicions Noises Heard in Mrs. 
Timer's Rooms.

Tracing the Box in Which the Body 
Was Found.

"We find that this female infant 
came to her death in the city of To­
ronto, in the county of York, be­
tween the dates of Saturday, Septem­
ber llth, and Thursday, September 
16th, by strangulation, at the hands 
of Mrs. Mabel Turner; and that the 
aforesaid Mrs. Mabel Turner did kill 
and slay the aforesaid infant Authers.

"And the jury would further sug­
gest that the authorities establish a 
home Where foundling infants may be 
cared for."

Toronto, Oct. 9.—After being out for 
fifty minutes the jury in the Authors 
murder inquest early this morning 
brought in the foregoing verdict. Mrs. 
Turner was not in the court room when 
the verdict was read. She sat in her 
usual place during the hearing of evi­
dence, but when Dr. Robert Dunlop, 
with whom she lived under the name of 
Miller at the Wood street house, stepped 
into the box to give his evidence, she 
complained of feeling ill and was allow­
ed to leave the room. Later permission 
for her return-to the jail was granted. 

CHIEF CORONER'S SUMMING UP.
Chief Coroner Johnson addressed 

the jury for twenty minutes, bringing 
out the important points in the evi­
dence given during the four hearings 
of the* inquest. In closing the Chief 
Coroner referred to the awful trade 
of child murderer.

“This is a very large case," he said, 
“and we know that this child mur­
der is a trade in some countries. I 
have for years pointed out, not only 
to the police but to others, that it 
was a strange thing the number of 
strangled babies found in different 
placés and nobody know where they 
had come from. Somebody must be 
doing it. We may have one. There 
may be others."

The inquest was conducted by Chief 
Coroner Johnson, with Assistant Crown 
Attorney Monahan and Mr. S. H. Brad­
ford, K. C., representing the Crown. 
Mrs. Turner-» interests were looked af­
ter by Mr. W. A. Henderson.
SAW MRS. TURNER WITH A BOX.

The first witness called last night 
was Mrs. Annie Walker of 62 Peter 
street, who was with Mrs. Turner on 
the boat on the trip across to Lewis­
ton on September 16. Mrs Walker s 
story completed the chain of evidence 
tending to show that Mrs. Turner had 
a box with her on the boat and still 
had it when she left the New York 
Central train at the Suspension 
Bridge.

Dr. Robert A. Dunlop told of his 
acquaintance with the accused. He 
had never seen the Authers child un­
til after the arrest of Mrs. Turner. Ex­
amined by Mr. Monahan, Dr. Dunlop 
told of goiftg home on September 14 and 
find Mrs. Goldie and the prisoner in an 
excited state. Mr. Goldie, who was 
standing at the door, told him ihat the 
women were frightened about some cats 
that had been making a noise. Witness 
said the prisoner was not overly nerv­
ous then, but complained of having a 
headache. Mrs. Turner, witness said, had 
intended to go to Niagara Falls Wed­
nesday morning, but put in a sleepless 
Bight and did not get up in time to 
catch the boat.

SENSATIONAL EVIDENCE.
The most sensational evidence of 

the inquest was given by Mrs. Minnie 
Goldie, of 39 Wood street, with whom 
Mrs. Turner was boarding under the 
name of Miller at the time of her arrest. 
When called to the witness box Mrs. 
Goldie became hysterical, and it was 
some time before she was in a condition 
to give her evidence. Starting out by re- I 
counting her first meeting with the ac­
cused, Mrs. Goldie told of events lead­
ing up to the evening of Tuesday, Sep­
tember 14, the date on which the Auth­
ers child is supposed to hare been mur-

“I was going to the front door 
about 7.30 o'clock, " said Mrs. Goldie, 
“and as I passed Mrs. Miller s door 
i heard a peculiar noise. I put my 
head in the door and said: My, what 
a funny noise.-

•Wbere was Mrs. Miller then-"- 
asked Mr. Monahan.

‘I think she w»« around the foot 
of the bed. I said: “Surely the cats 
haven’t got in here:-* I kept putting 
mj head under the bead of the bed 
and said: ’Tliat noise is here." ‘Why, 
no; it*e outside." Mrs. Miller eaid. She 
took me by the arm and said; ‘Come 
on and let’* look for the noise. It 
must be outside." I said: ‘No it's 
here." I wouldn't go. and when I 
wouldn't she wouldn't go either.

“I went back into one end of the 
room and eaid. ‘The noise isn't plain 
here or near the window, but when 
you get near the head of the table it's 
quite plain. In fart, it sounds like a 
baby strangling."

“She got very much excited and 
started calling ‘My baby, my baby."

“Where was the other baby then, 
Mrs. Miller"» baby?"

“It waa in the carriage."
“Was it asleep or awake?” asked 

Mr. Monahan.
“It was asleep. I think.**
>Ps. Goldie said that she asked a 

neighbor to come in. “I asked him 
to come and listen to the funny 
noises." said Mrs. Goldie. “Then Mrs. 
Miller cried out. ‘Don’t come in: you 
are getting as had as myself. Get me 
a glass of water.*

“She was offered a drink." continued 
Mrs. Goldie, “and she came outside and 
drank it. No one went in the room 
after that except her .husband "

“How long were you in the room;*” 
asked Mr. Monahan.

“About ten minutes."
“Did the sounds continue all that 

timet"
**No. they ceased as she closed the 

door."
“You told Mrs. Miller that the noise 

sounded like a baby strangling ?"
-Yea. I said it two or three timer. I

i it an awful funny noise. Mrs.
•It mast be in the cellar,’
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and 1 said. ‘No, nothing could get under 
the carpet.’ "’

Mrs. Goldie said she was in the room 
again later, but she noticed nothing 
unusual about Mrs. Miller.

“Did you have any conversation!"
“Well. Dr. Miller came in and said. 

‘You were a nice lot to be scared like 
that.’ "

WHAT WAS TOLD.
Mr. Monahan—Did you have any­

thing to say to Mrs. Miller about the 
noises then?

“Yes. She told me someone must 
have had one of those things that 
make funny noises that they sell at 
the exhibition."

Mrs. Goldie, continuing, said that Mrs. 
Miller, going to Niagara Falls on Sept. 
16. said she was going to get some 
papers there to l>e used in a lawsuit 
her sister was engaged in. Mrs. 
Miller, she said, had a box with her 
when she left the house. Questioned 
by Mr. Monahan. Mrs. Goldie <aid that 
Mrs. Miller went ont on that afternoon 
and. she thought, took her baby in 
the carriage with lier. Witness then 
told of Mrs. Miller showing her a pair 
of shoe* she had bought, lhe box was 
placed in a clothes closet in Mrs. Miller's 
room, and later, when witness went to 
look for it. the l*ox was guns.

Mr. Andrew Goldie told of his wife 
being frightened by the noises in Mrs. 
Miller*» room.

“She called me to come into the room 
as there was a terrible noise.’* *a'd Mr. 
Goldie. “I went in and I said. ‘XX ell. 
eat* make a funny noise, but that 
doesn't sound like cats.* Mrs. Miller 
suggested that we all go outside to look 
tor the noises, but when my wife would 
not go Mr*. Miller wouldn’t go either.

“My wife wanted to look in the bed. 
but Mrs. Miller said. ‘No. I 11 look. She 
w-nt .n.l pccpnl im.k-r thr 1»<! »"d
lifted up one corner of tiir cover. 1 hat 
w,. .11 the invest il. I ion there *». I 
went out into the y.rd and looked
around. .

'That night 1 went into Mrs. Millet « 
room. She was lying on the voujh and 
breathing heavily.

“Did you say you went out into the 
eard to" look for the noises!" said Mr. 
Bradford. "Did you find anything 
there ?"

“No. nothing whatever.

“The baby 
Mrs. Turner brought was a very pale, 
puny child, hut after a while 1 noticed 
that this child grew, and its checks got 
ro*v. ! never «aw a child grow like it.

attention. The night Mr*. Turner was 
arrested I was looking after the baby, 
and then 1 noticed that it had short, 
stubby fingers. The other baby had 
'ong. thin finger*. Tt struck me then 
that it- was a different baby, although T 
couldn’t swear to it.**

which the body was found as being in 
her handwriting. The cheek bore the 
address of 39 Wood «trert. The witness 
wa* also shown a sales bill made out to 
Mrs. Miller, and identified it by a num­
ber corresponding with that in her «alcs- 
bnok.

NO COMPROMISE.

— At least some 
members of the Cabinet are opposing 
any compromise, such as has been 
suggested by King Edward, to pre­
vent a constitutional crisis over the 
budget. Wineton Spencer Churchill, 
President of the Board of Trade, 
speaking to-night at the National 
Liberal Club, declared that the Gov­
ernment would make no overtures to 
the House of Lords and accept no 
compromise, and that no amendment to 
the finance bill by the upper House 
would be entertained. The House of 
Lords, Mr. Churchill added, had no 
right to-interfere in any way with the 
financial business of the Government, 
directly or indirectly, and that the 
Liberals, having a united party and a 
resolute Prime Minister, were ready 
for the conflict if it were forced up­
on them.

Lord ixireburn. Lord High Chan­
cellor. who followed Mr. Churchill, 
said he refused to believe that the 
House of Lords would take a step 
which would lead to a most grave con­
flict and at the same time place the 
finances of the country in a state of 
disorder so far-reaching and so seri­
ous that few persons who had not 
studied the subject really appreciated 
the extent of the evil.

Mr. Birrell. Chief Secretary for Ire­
land. in a speech at Bristol* declared 
that the Irish land bill was as import­
ant as the budget, but he believed the 
House of Lords’ would pass the budget.

A LIFE TERM.

Crap Game Murderer Pleads Guilty 
to Second Degree Crime.

XVilmington, Del.. Oct. 9.—XVilliam 
McCoy, colored, aged 30 years, who to­
day pleaded guilty to murder in the sec­
ond degree iu the Coxirt of Oyer and 
Terminal and was sentenced to life im­
prisonment. heard the Court pronounce 
sentence without a tremor or a demon­
stration. “

McCoy killed Isaiah Lyster, colored, 
on May 17. They, with several other 
men, were in a crap game iu South 
Wilmington when a fight started and 
McCoy stabbed Lyster to death and 
was captured a short time later while 
trying to escape from the city. He had 
previously pleaded not guilty to murder 
in the firet degree, but through his at­
torney he changed his plea to one of 
guilty of murder in the second degree 
to-day. Tliis is the first time for sev­
eral years that a prisoner in the local 
courts has pleaded guilty to such a 
charge. He was sent to the workhouse 
this afternoon to begin his sentence.
