NEW YORK, Jan. 23.—There is no
gulf between Heaven and earth. Love
‘bridges the apparent cihasm. - The

is all around us. The saints and pro-
phets spoke truly. The peak from
which things beyond the veil may be
géen has been reached. We must be-
lieve that the youths who iost their
lives in the war live on.
