Matthew “brethern” of our Lord in
the literal sense. Before St. Jerome
wrote a line against Helvidius, the
Antidicomarianitas  were declared
heretical for holding that the Blessed
Virgin had caildren by St.
“ Antidicomarianitae  appéllatisunt
haeretici, " the words of St
Augustine, De Haeresibus, 56.  But
adds the editor,
‘that the teaching which St, Jerome
and after him all the great Fathers
of the Church, in the East and West
unfolded represented the Catholic
mind in its higher conceptions of the
Motherhood (sic) of Christ." 8o,
the Catholic mind, in other words,
thz mind of the Qhurch Catholie, as
