Four,’men were killed and twenty injur­

ed by an explosion of dynamite while ex­
cavating for a new building on Fifth avenue 
New York yesterday.

A cable of the lith from Havana to 
Halifax says the cargo of potatoes and 
fish of the steamer Angola has been 
landed in good condition. The vessel has 
been floated.

The worst storm of years raged at 
Norfolk, Va., last Friday night. After 
inceeeant rain the streets in the lower part 
of this city were flooded and the harbor 
crowded with weather bound vessels.

8t Luke’s Cathedral (Episcopal,) Halifax 
60 years old, was destroyed by fire at an 
early hour last Thursday morning. The 
fire is said to be the work of incendiaries. 
The building was insured for $20,000 and 
the organ $6,000.

One hundred oars of coal and steel freight 
moved from Sydney and North Sydney to 
Point Tupper, between Saturday night 
and Monday noon, This'll doubtless the 
shipment of freigh made at one time over 
these lines, and great activity in the activi­
ties at the Sydneys.

The tenth annual meeting of the Prov­
incial Fruit Growers’ Association opened 
in the Market Hall here yesterday fore­
noon. Excellent addresses were given at 
the meetings during the day and evening 
and several valuable papers were read. 
There is a fine display of fruit.

While Roy Green of Hamilton, Ont., 
was out driving with his two daughters, 
aged seven and ten years, on Monday 
evening, their baggy was run into by a 
street car. The oldest daughter was killed 
outright, and the other had her leg broken 
and was otherwise badly injured. Green 
himself was picked up out of the ditch 
badly shaken up ; but not seriously hurt.

The weather on the 16th, iflfct., on the 
first day of the lobster season ab Clark’s 
Harbor, N. S., opened as fine as mid­
summer, About a hundred boats from 
this place laid traps, covering a wide 
area of the shore ground. 8o far as 
heard from the catches have not been very 
promising and it looks as though the first 
shipment would be below the average.

The market was very largely attended 
yesterday and there was an abundance of 
commodities on sale. The prices showed a 
lower tendency as compared with Friday’s 
market. For pork 8 cents was the ruling 
price ; geese, and foul also showed a slight 
tendency to drop. Otherwise the condi­
tions did not say vary much from a week 
ago.

The Democrats were victorious in 
Boston on the 12th, the mayoralty election 
resulting in the election of former Con­
gressman John F. Fitzgerald in a field of 
four candidates. Fitigerald’s plurality 
over his nearest competitor. Louis A. 
Frotbingham was 8,300. The vote was 
unusally heavy for a city election, over 
90,000 votes bring cast out of a total 
registration of H4,000.

Tbe election court to try the petition 
of Howatt vs, Lefnrgey, opened at 
Summerslde on Tuesday the 12th, the 

I Chief Justice and Mr. Justice Fitzgerald 
presiding. The Judges announced they 
were ready to go on with the trial. Coun­
sel for the petitioner slated they had no 
evidence to ofjer, and on motion of 
counsel for respondent the petstion was 
dismissed with costs against the petitioner. 
Mr. Lefurgey retains his seat.

The Summerside papers contain the 
following particulars of the sad death 
from hemorrhage of Clovis Arsenault, 
who was found within a quarter of a mile 
of his home on Monday morning of last 
week : The young man had recently re­
turned from a trip to the United States. 
Altnough in somewhat delicate health he 
was apparently I well on Sunday and, in 
company with some other young men 
went out to spend the evening at a neigh 
bor’s residence. He left the house with 
the other young men and parted with 
them after going some distance. Before 
reaching home, however, he took hemorr­
hage. When his body was found next 
morning it lay near a post. Hanging on 
the post with his cap, showing that he had 
eibhq# leaned the post as he was
Weakening from lrss of blood ; or, that 
when he found himself dying and likely to 
be covered by the drifting snow he hung 
up his cap as a signal to his friends who 
would begin searching for his body next 
day. Deceased was a son of Dominic 
Arsenault and was twenty-two years of 
age. The circumstances of his death are 
most sad and the family have the sympathy 
of the community in their bereavement.

The following marine intelligence comes 
from Halifax, dated the 18th : The schooner 
Exotic from Notre Dame Bay for Halifax, 
with 2,000 quintals of dry fish is a total 
Ipsa at Seldom—Come-By. Newfoundland. 
The crew were saved. The cargo is in­
sured for $6,000 In Lloyds and $3,000 in 
Mannheim. The schooner Bronson H. is 
26 days out from Catalona, Newfoundland 
for this port and fears are entertained for 
her safety. She has 3,000 quintals of dry 
fish. The vessel and cargo are insured in 
Lloyds.

The insurance appraisers came to an ar­
rangement last Friday night as to the 
losses to be paid on account of the disastr­
ous fire at the store of Weeks & Co. For 
the stock of Weeks & Co. the amount al­
lowed was $21,572.00. On the store the 
damage was estimated at $1,600 and be 
tween $100 and $200 on the furniture, 
Mr. Butcher, insurance appraiser of St. 
John, with Mr Fred Perkins representat- 
ing Weeks & Co and John McLean of 
Souris en behalf of the companies, had the 
matter in hand. The losses on account of 
damage by emeke at S A McDonald’s an4 
Moore & McLeod’s were also adjusted.

The steamer Northumberland completed 
her season's work on the Summerside- 
Point du Chene route on Friday last, 
coming direct to Charlottetown frem 
Point du Chene that night. Since that 
date the Northumberland ^ntj Princess 
have been running, on alternate days be 
tween Charloltetown and Pictou, One of 
the steamers laaves each side every morn 
ing. The foreign mails come by that 
route now, reaching here each day towards 
noon. The Stanley is making daily trips 
between Summerside and Cape Tormentine.
