It is well known that apples have
been grown at various points in the
province and in the spring of this year
the Department of Agriculture of Al-
berta eent out circulars to eveérybody
in the province known to have. tried
large fruits, asking them to give a
list of the trees they. had tried and

From thé&se reports and
otheér sources, the department has se-
lected a list of what appear to be the
hardiest trees for ithe province and has
decided to carry -on a number of ex-
perimentg in order to be able to give
gettlers authentic information on this
important matter.

The orchards are to be of about an
acre in extent and will be distributed
at sevén points, possibly eight. The
places selected are those which arécon-
sidered to be the most representative
of the various elevations and climatic
eonditions - prevailing in the prevince.
They, are, Medicine Hat, Magrath,
lLeavings, Okotoks, Didsbury, Welask!-
win, Edmonton, and possibly in an-
other year one in the Vegreville or
Vermilion country.

About eighty trees will be exper-
imented with at each station, the plant-
ing operations to extend over two years.
A consignment of the planting mater-
fal has peen ordered for this fall with
the intention of having them buried
over winter. These will be, duplicat-
ed next spring and planted directly,
when theé two inethods will be compar-
ed. Six varieties of standard apples,
two of erabs and two of pluns will be |
experimented with, |
An agreement has been entered in- |

to with reliable farmers at these dif-
ferent points, who have already met
with some success in tree growingand
as far as possible locations haveé been
chosen which are sheitered by the plan-
tations set out under the auspices of
the Forestry Branch of the Department
of the Interior at Ottawa. By select-
ing such places the department at BEd-
monton hopes, besides making the ac-
tual fruit experiments, to draw the
attention of thé farmers to the bene-
fits to be derived from these shelter
belts on t he prairies.
