The Fourth Day.

The almost
invariable reply would be “I haven’t
a thing in the world but the clothes
on my back.” = Then they would both
laugh. It was unnatural humor amid
the scene which surrounded them.

Where once stood the pretty homes=
of the citizens there now is nothing
but a heap of plaster, an iron bed-
stead or two and the remains of a
stove. The marks of the flower p)'n‘»'v
that dotted the green lawns are plain
ly seen, but not a green thing of any
description remains. The charred
body of a chicken may be seen on the
road and many a horse was burned
to death. Several are seen on the
street now with their coats badly
sifiged.

Interests Damaged.

The fire has been a serious blow to
the lumber industry of the district
In West Fernie the big mill of the
Elk River Lumber Company, the plan-
ning mill and all the lumber, to-
gether with every dwelling between
the G.N. Railway and the river, arc
completely destroyed. The brick
plant and some houses north of it, on
the west of the Great Northern track
escaped in some miraculous manner.

nen to be on hand at the mines on
Cuesday, as psual. The coal situation
will not be affected to any great ex
ent, as neither the mining or shipp
ng facilities will be hampered.

Mayor Tuttle’s Estimate of Loss.

An estimate of the financial loss is
almost impossible as yet. “I shoul
think between three:and four million
o be a probable estimate,’” gaid
Mayor Tuttle to your correspondent
‘Of course,” said he, *no one knows
1s yet the extent of damage done t»
the lumber camps and timber limits.
[t is said that 10,000,000 feet of sawn
lumber has. been burned.”

The Relief Work.

Too much can not be said in prais
f Mayor Tuttle and the relief” com
nittee for the way in which they
nave coped with the sitnation. Mayo:
[uttle has been on the spot directing
elief measures almost constantly
since the memorable 1st of August
o him is largely due the establis!
iment of committees to look after th:
work and the erecting of headquar-
ters on the grounds, where directions
nay be given. Messages have been
received from many towns  in th.
West offering assistance and severa:
liberal donations of money have been
received. The obiject of the Mayor
ind the committees is to so expedite
matters that the surrounding town-
nay be relicved of the burden placed
ipon them by reason of the womer
wd children. = To expedite matter
as quickly as possible, offers of relief
f all kinds are thankfully accepted
the towns of the West are responding
wbly to the call of distress, and
Spokane has also given timely assist-
inee. Inspector Primrose, of ‘the
R.N.W.M.P. at Macleod, offered
police protection, and the inspector
of police in the British Columbia gov
srnment was at Fernie on Tuesday
wrganizing suitable protection.

A crisis was precipitated by Magis-,
trate Denison in the police court when a
charge preferred against Col. Leslie by
his partner was called and quickly dis-
posed of, being sent over to a jury. ;

Then Col. Denison denounced the ac-
tion of the civil authorities in holding
Leslie while they got the mortgage from
Mrs, Leslie as “squeezing money out of
a woman by means of law.”

Crown Attorney Corley at once in-
structed Detective Kennedy and infor-
matien was sworn out on which Leslie
was arrested. He was arraigned at once
and released on bail.

The deficit now amounts to $25,300.
The magistrate stated in-court: “I don’t
approve of the city’s methods. A mort-
gage got in that way is illegal; to cover
up prosecution in that way is illegal and
contrary to the code and I am net pre-
pared to try this case.”

To Business in the West—The Ed-
monton Wholesalers Are in Good
Condition to Handle Orders,

The wholesale trade of ‘Edmonton
at the present time is in a more satis-
«actory condition than at any perioa
dince the city became a centre for
.he jobbing trade-of the northern par.:
of the provinee, 'Lhe different whole
salers are tully prepared for anv de
aands that may be made upon then,
.or the fall and Christmas trade.

Such is the concensus of the opin-
ions of a number of the managers o
-eading wholesale concerns, when in
terviewed by The Bulletin yesterday.
The one feature of the West to whicl.
all are looking is the cominng crop
\and much of the buoyancy is due tc
che bright prospects of the mnext
month or two. This year’s erop prom
1ses to be the salvation of the situa-
tion, and with the adjustment of con
ditions ag the result of the financia
depression of the past tifteen months
the business of the next year prom
ises to be along very satisfactory
Jdnes.

The wholesale business in Edmontor
i8 not much better than it was siz
months ago, but the credit of the re
tallers and the countty generally i
Zreatly improved. -

Retailers Curtail Buying.

About a year ago the retailer of Ed
monton as*of Calgary and other part.
oi the West stopped buying to a larg
extent as the result of the money
scarcity, and proceeded to clear ou
their over-stocked lines. This policy
has been continued with few exrep
uons up to the present time.

Neither the wholesale nor the retai
trade can run on finer stocks tha
«ney have on hand at the presen
ime. As a result they are both 11
irst-¢lass shape for the business o
the ‘coming fall and winter months,

The wholesale trade has been fair
1y good right through the year, thougi
iry goods, ¢lothing, boots and shoes
as well as the luxuries, have show:
v considerable falling off. This wa:
generally to be expected, and ha:
waught the country merchants  the
most valuable lesson of buying care
rully.

Wholesale Houses Were ‘“‘Caught ”’

The stringency caught the whole
sale houses as they had stocked u)
ireely in anticipauion of a continu
ance of the good times of 1906. Th.
stocks were mostly staples, howeve:
which were always saleable, and 2
these lines recent purchases by th
wholesale houses hive beea muce
lighter.

The general policy of retrenchmen
ind the cleanming out of gocds o
wand has led to depléted stock
throughout the country, which wil
mean big purchases this-fall, both by
.he wholesale and the retail dealers.

Less Eastern Buying.

A good feature ot the recent finan
cial stringency from the standpoin
of the Western main is the lessene
patronuge -of the Eastern traveller i
preference to the wholesale house witl
a local centre.

First, the
business. hag been more strictly con
fined to the western wholesale houses
When the country merchant could get
no credit from the bank and had to
be carried by a wholesale house he
very naturally confined his trade tc
the western houses.

provisions. Whatever the cause the
fact is that the grocery trade has

Edmonton Wholesale Houses.
