Red-Shirt to the Rescuer
.HOW ITA1T WAS SAVED FROM 

THE AUSTRIANS.
One April day nearly sixty yean 

ago a tail-bearded man, wearing 
grey blanket-like cloak and a red 
shirt, arrived In London, to be greet­
ed with such scenes of trensted 
popular enthusiasm as had never been 
seen there before probably, and most 
certainly have never been surpassed 
since. z

j The picturesquely-garbed man was- 
Garibaldi, and halt a million people; 
turned out to greet him. The nois«r 
of their shouting was like the nolee 
of the sea. In a storm—writes Mr.. 
George M. Trevelyan in “Garlhaldf' 
and the Making of Italy.” " j

London was mad with joy. And not 
Lobdon alone! AU England acclaim-- 
ed him with similar enthusiasm. Red 
shirts for men became all the rage.- 
The women, not to be outdone, wore- 
Garlbaldi jackets and bats; and w 
kind of short, sleeveless tunic was 
named after him, as was also a bis­
cuit, both of which survive to the 
present day.

Started With Only 1,000 Men.
! To understand this enthusiasm we 
must go back in imagination "some 
four years ^previously. At this time 
Italy was split up into a number of 
independent states, most of them un­
der the dominance of Austria, which 
aimed at the gradual absorption of the. 
whole of the PeninsuL.

This, Garibaldi, the son of a fisher­
man, set himself to prevent, and he 
succeeded. Had he tailed, in all hu­
man probability Italy would have be­
come a province of the Austrian Em­
pire, in which case the issue of the 
World War of 1914-1918 might have 
been very different 

He began his campaign in Sicily in 
June, I860, whe'n, at the head of a 
thousand brave hut badly-armed 
volunteers, he succeeded in capturing 
Palermo, the capital, and in less than 

« four weeks was master of the entire 
island. Next he crossed to the main­
land, marched on Naples, and Captur­
ed that also. Meeting Victor Em­
manuel, he took him by the hand, say­
ing, "King of Italy!” to which the lat­
ter replied, “I thank you.”

Fought For France Against Huns.
In such simple but dramatic fash­

ion was the Italy we Juiow to-day 
born. Much mor^ howaÿèr, remained 
to be "done. Venice was still" an Aus­
trian city. Rome, the historic capital 
of Italy, was backed by foreign bay­
onets. Not until 1870 was- Italian 
unification really complete, after 
much fighting, in all of which Gari­
baldi played a conspicuous part.

His last appearance on the field of 
battle was in the Franco-Prussian 
War of 1870-71, when he fought on the 
side "Of France during the closing 

N stage of the struggle, being then 
sixty-three years old.

After his return from France he 
lived on another dozen years, spend­
ing most of the Intervening time at 
his farm in Caprera, an island off the 
Sardinian coast. Here the end came 
on a June evening in 1882. The old 
sailor, farmer ahd fighter was propped 
up on the pillows to watch for the 
last time the sunlight gliding the1" 
waves and the granite rocks. *

While his life was slowly ebbing 
out, two little birds which he had 
taught, not to fear him fluttered, in 
from the moor, and sat chirping on the 
window-sill. The attendants were 
about to drive them away lest. they 
should disturb him, when his voice 
was- heard once more by men, bidding 
them let the little birds cùme ip, and 
always .feed them after he was gone. 
And having given these orders, he- 
went up on his last expedition.—Pear­
son’s Weekly.
