GRAPE JELLY.

If you live where wild grapes grow in
abundancs, you will find it worth your
while to do picricking one day and
gather a six-quart basket of them just
before they are dead ripe, for they make
the most delicious jelly to serve with
cold meats. Grape jelly is wholesome
and nourishing, very good for children
and invalids, not so acid as currant,
and often much preferred to it. Any
grape not too sweet nor too ripe can be
used to make jelly, for the acid and
pectin are present in the right amounts.
The sugar may be scanted just a little,
about three-quarters of a pound to a
pound of juice is really enough. Wild
grapes, however, have a delicate flavor,
a sort of concentration of the exqulsite

fragrance of the wild grape blossom,
that makes them peculiarly desirable,

Besides they are cheap, and the trip into
the open to get them Is worth while for
its own sake

Pick over the grapes, wash and stem
them. Heat to boiling point, mash, and
boil them thirty minutes. Let them
drip through a flannel jelly bag over
right. In the morning, measure the
juice, boil it five minutes, add the sugar,
heated, boil three minutes or less if jelly
forms on the spoon, and pour into clean
glasses. Seal with paraffin.

Venison jelly is made with a peck of
wild grapes, a quart of cider vinegar, a
quarier of a cupful each of whole cloves
and stick cinnamon, and six pounds of
sugar. Put grapes, vinegar and spices
into preserviag kettle and cook until

rapes ara soft. Strain as for grape
jelly, boil the juice twenty minutes, add
the sugar, heated, and boil five minutes.
Pour into glasses.
