What the Gemeral Thinks of
His Men.

Fise Creex Camp, April 30.—I think
you criticize me wrongly when you say I
exposed myself unwisely last Friday,”
thus said General Middlston to me thie
morning apropos of numerous strictures
by almost every ome. “I couldn’t do
otherwise,” he continued, *‘I had green
troops, and, worse still, green officers—
green in the sense that they had never
been under fire before. They did well
and bravely, but while you can drill 8 man
into a soldier in a few months, it takes
years to educate officers in which a gen—
eral commanding can have implicit confi-
dence. If I had been in command of reg-
ulars, or, possibly, if Lord Melgund had
been with me from the first, I would have
taken a position in rear of the line of bat-
tle, set up my flag, and sent my orders.
I would have done this, that is as soon as
the troops had been inspired with confi-
dence. I value my life as much as any
one can, and it is not necessary to prove
my bravery at least in England where 1
