A PROHIBITIONISTS’ WATERLOO.

Thursday last will long be remembered 
as a disastrous day in the annals of the 
prohibition movement in Canada. The 
revulsion of feeling in regard to the Scott 
Act, which the vote in nine Ontario coun­
ties indicated is perfectly marvellous, the 
more so when it is remembered that the 
act was adopted in the nine counties by 
tremendous majorities. Now, the act is 
pulverized, paralyzed, smashed. One 
reason alone seems to commend itself to 
the public for the great change which 
Thursday’s vote indicates, viz., that the 
Scott Act gave us a prohibition that did 
not prohibit. There were defects in the 
act which the senate refused to wipe out 
and the provincial authorities, upon whom 
the duly of carrying into effect the pro­
visions of the law devolved, did so in but 
a half-hearted manner. Te 
need not, however, be discouraged by the 
recent set back. Let them gird up their 
loins and fight for total prohibition—not 
for an abortive measure, which while pro­
hibiting the sale did not prohibit the 
manufacture—and the day of emancipa­
tion from the thraldom of the whiskey 
ring must soon dawn.

BAKER TO TjHE RESCUE.

It takes a British Columbia member to 
keep the house in order. Last night Mr. 
Baker knocked out the opponents of an 
important private bill, which has been a 
great bone of contention here for 
several days past, as dean as if he 
had directed a cannon ball from the 
desk of the Niobe. It. came about in 
this wise. The two big rival railway cor­
porations, the C. P. R. and the Grand 
Trunk, have been respectively supporting 
and opposing the bill to charter the South­
western railway, a small line in the vicin­
ity of Montreal, which would enable the 
Canadian Pacific to enter the Grand 
Trunk’s territory and permit them to 
compete with the latter for the New York 
trade.
