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ANOTHER SEALER GONE

Unless the Wreck of the ‘ Magi-
cian” Has Been Mistaken
for the * Kilmeny.”

Shipping Business of the Past Year
Reviewed in Rithet’s Month-
ly Circular.

Plans for New Schooner—The ‘¢ War-
rimoo’s”’ Sailing—Outward
Bound Passengers.

A second wreck occurring within the
last fortnight on the southwest eoast of
Vancouver Island has just been reported
and from the meagre particulars received
it is generally believed to be the little seal-
ing schooner Kilmeny, of this port, she hav-
ing left here for the West Coast to secure an
Indian crew on Friday last. Her identity,
though not positively known, is pretty well
assured from the information that the last
letter of her name is ““Y.” The news was
first brought to Alberni by Indians and
telegraphed to Victoria on Saturday, even-
ing. Manager Christie of the C.P.R. tele-
gragh office got the telegram, but believing
it had reference to the Janet Cowan
wreck aid little attention to it.
On further consideration, however, he
wired to Alberni yesterday to make some
inquiries about the report, and in return
received the following self explanatory mes-
sage: ‘‘Mrs. Patterson, who has just ar-
rived from Cape Beale, corroborates the
report of a schooner being wrecked
at Bamfield creek. She is a total wreck.
The last letter of her nameis ‘Y,” and she
thinks the letter ‘R’ was also in the name.”
As the * Y indicates no other vessel of
the sealing fleet, and as a ‘“K” might
easily be mistaken for an  R,” the conclu-
sion arrived at that the name is Kilmeny
seems well grounded. Considering that
the schooner Mascot yesterday put back to
Port Angeles throuilln stress of weather, it
is evident that the Kilmeny must have en-
countered very 1ough storms. She was
bound up the coast to get an Indian crew,
and was afterwards going to the coast seal-
ing grounds. The ?(ilmen is a 20-tonner,
belonging to Mr. Frank A. Nicholson, who
built her in 1893. She was recently refitted
and was chartered for the season by M.
Hallgram, her present captain. Thenames
of his crew were A. Anderson, C. J. De
Grand, Geo. McLean and H. J. Clark, all
voung men and fairly well known except
De Grand, who shipped as cook, and who
was about 40 yvears of age. Whether these
have been lost remains thus far unknown.
The Kilmeny was insured for $1,500 on ac-
count of the owners and had also $750 in-
surance on her stores.

Mr. Nicholson, who was the designer and
builder of the Kilmeny, has perfected the
model of a8 new schooner, intending to put
her afloat for a Behring sea cruise next
fali. The workon this craft, though not
vet begun, will, it is expected, be com-
pleted by June next. he craft will be
schooner yacht built; will be in the neigh-
borhood of sixty tons register, and her
dimensions will ge 75 feet over all, 21 feet
beam and 1214 feet after draught. Mr.
Nicholson’s personal experience in Charles
Connell’s big shipyard on the Clyde gives
him a good knowledge of how a craft should
be built, and the new addition to the seal-
ing fleet may be expected to be something
graceful as well as seaworthy.

The Princess Louise arrived back from
Albernilast evening without having heard
or seen anything of the Kilmény, but with
another story which seems to make it pos-
sible that the sealer is yet all right.
This story was of the wreck of
the schooner  Magician in Barclay
Sound, her crew being amongst Capt.
Irving’s passengers. She was cast ashore
the same night as the Janet Cowan went
on. It is true thereis neithera ‘“Y ” nor
an ‘“R 7 in the Magician’s name, but these
letters may have been imaginative; and
from the time that the Kilmeny left here
unusual despatch would have had to be
given to the news of her wreck for it to
have reached Alberni on Saturday evening.

RITHET'S REVIEW.

Messrs. R. P. Rithet & Co., Ltd., in the
current issue of their monthly freight and
shipping report have the following review
for the year: *‘ Although the hopeful an-
ticipations expressed in our circular of a
year ago have hardly been borne out to the
full, it may at least be said that duringthe
period under review an_ average business
has been done. In all branches steady
progress has been made, the closing months
especially showing a marked improvement,
The lumber trade has been prosecuted un-
der the depressing influence of low prices,
consequently it has been neither extensive
nor brisk, and the same may be said of our
coal industry, 1n which the exports have
fallen off to some extent. The sealskin
catch, too, proved a disappointment as to
quantity, although the prices realized com-
pared very favorably with the previous
vear. Of salmon, on the other hand, the
catch has been satisfactory as to quantity,
hut prices have not changed for the better.
The pack, however, has been disposed of to
advantage and. so far as this province is
concerned, we begin the new year with a
stock only sufficient for local requirements.
The establishment of a new ocean-going
line of steamers during the year is an item
of more than local interest, and places this
port in a still more favorable position than
it has hitherto occupied. We are now ex-
cellently served by one line to Australia
via Honolulu, and no less than three to
Japan and China.”

AT SPRING RIDGE.

The mayoralty and North Ward alder-
manic candidates addressed a meeting
at the Spring Ridge school on Saturday,
and it was midnight before an adjourn-
ment was reached.

Mr. Wm. Snider. occupied the chair
and a list of questions was put into his
hands at the opening of the proceedings
to be answered by the speakers.

The candidates were asked whether
they were in favor (1) of a bonus to a
trans-continental railway with Victoria
as its terminus; (2) of reducing water
rates; (3) of placing trades licenses on a
more equ’ able footing; (4) of paving
the principal business streets, the cost to
be borne equally by the city and the pro-
perty fronting on the improvement; (5)
of Spring Ridge getting its share of the
civic expenditure, and (6) of better
police piotection.

Mr. John Robertson as a candidate
for the mayoralty replied generally in
an affirmative sense to the questions as
far as ﬁracticable, and after shortly re-
citing his views as set forth at former
meetings promised if elected to give his
best attention to the city’s interests.

_ Mr. Wm. Marchant followed, speaking
in favor of making Victoria as attractive
as possible so that tourists would stop
here. Streetimprovements he consider-
ed to be specially necessary. He wanted
a redistribution of wards and held that
contiaets should be given to the lowest
tenderers. He was also generally in
favor of the proposals submitted in the
questions.

Mr. W. J. Dwyer said it would take
$200,000 to put all the streets in good
condition ; sewers should be paid for by
assessing the property benefited by foot
frontage. The streets in the centre of
the city might be paved by the property
benefited paying two-thirds of the cost
and the city the other third. He gave
an affirmative reply to the questions.
Ald. Bragg touched on the electric
light, saying more extensions would
have to be made in order to furnish
more light. He would vote for a railway
bonus; the water rates he believed were
as low as possible now. He would wipe
out trades licenses as soon as it was pos-
sible.

Mr. Wm. Allen attacked the letting of
the waterworks contract; he thought
some economy might be practised by
calling for tenders for the positions in
the civic employ. He answered the
questions in  the affirmative, and
thought the fire horses should be used
for city work.

Mr. George Glover would vote for a
railway bonus if the scheme commended
itself to his judgment. He could not
see how trades licenses could be done
away with. The other questions he
answered affirmatively.

Mr. E. H. Levy did not see how they
could do without trade licenses, but re-
commended a sliding scale. He wanted
to do away with aldermanicsalaries, and
gave an affirmative to the other ques-
tions.

Mr. D. McNaughton spoke of the need
of sidewalks. He did not see what good
would be done by reducing the salaries
of the city hall employes and spoke
against contracting as an injury to poor
people.

Ald. Macmillan attacked the sewer
commissioners, saying the important
part of many of their meetings was to
pass their salaries. Much of the work
of some of the inspectors under the com-
missioners had been done in saloons.
The sewers. constructed by day work
were cheaper than those done by con-
tract. If they gave a bonus toa railway
to come into Victoria the citizens should
get stock in return.

Ald. Bragg took Ald. Macmillan to
task in regard to his remark as to the
inspectors, and some cross-firing ensued
amid theshouts of the audience. Order
was however .restored and the next
speaker called.

Mr. M. Humber thought that there
had been great mismanagement in
building the electric light plant. He
did not see how trades licenses could be
done away with. He was in favor of the
other questions.

Mr. Gerow was disgusted with last
year’s council. He would not say that
there had been any boodling about the
waterworks contract, but there was
something funny about it. He did not
think things were properly carried on
by the last council, and therefore had
entered the field.

Mayor Teague confined his remarks to
the questions. He would give a bonus
if the city got good advantages in re-
turn. The water works were suscep-
tible to improvement in getting them
better appointed ; as to trades licenses he
could not see why a small shop should
pay as much as a large establishment.
He favored wood paving.

Ald. McLellan believed that never had
a more important question come before
Victoria tﬁan that of bringing a trans-
continental railway here. What was
wanted was energy to push the city
ahead. He believed in upholding every
local industry, for without them grass
would grow on the streets.

Mr. Beaven was prepared to give his
support to any reasonable proposition
for a railway. If elected to the mayor-
alty he would pay particular attention to
the streets and to getting the city out of
the groove into which it had fallen. The
meeting closed with a vote of thanks to
the chair.

BOARD OF ALDERMEN.

All the members of the city council
were present last evening at the regular
weekly meeting, Mayor Teague pre-
siding.

F. Macrae, of the licensing board,
wrote in the matter of the application of
Mrs. Dudgeon, that the license commis-
sioners have nothing to do with the
amount of the license fee.

W. C. Bryant again requested a share
of the city work in his line—blacksmith-
ing. Referred to next council. »

A report from the finance committee
recommending the payment of $60 to
Alexander Henry for damages caused by
fumigation, was adopted. :

James Heaps;late of Yorkshire, Eng-
land, applied for assistance to enable
him to get back there so that he may
receive the best treatment for the par-
alysis which has prevented him earning
a living.

and the matter was left in the Mayor’s
hands.

A teport from the fire wardens recom-
mended the reinstatement of Hoseman
Duncan, and the suspension of Driver
McNeill for one month,and of Truckman
Rendall for two weeks, from the 26th
December. Adopted. .

Ald. Hall asked that the committee
would attend to the placing of an elec-
tric light on San Juan avenue.

The board adjourned at 8:35 p.m.

SAVED FROM T SEA.

Nine of the Crew of the Shipwreck-
ed “Janet Cowan” Arrive
by the *‘ Louise.”

Sudden Death of a Prominent Pros-
pector—The ‘¢ Magician’s”
Crew Safe at Home.

At about 1 o’clock this morning the
steamer Princess Louise, Captain John
Irving, returned from the West Coast,
bringing nine of the crew of the wrecked
bark Janet Cowan. The men had been
brought to Carmanah lighthouse from the
little cabin that for severaldayshad shel-
tered them, by Lightkeeper Daykin, and
at once taken on board the Louise. The
party includes J. W. Taylor, T. Duggan,
J. Hanley, J.Chamberlain, C. Journeau,
J. Marshall, A. Campbell, R. Heron and

W. Walker. Their story is identical
with that of the others of the ship’s
company who reached Port Townsend
on Sunday, and which is told in detail
on pages 2 and 6 of this issue.

The tugs Pioneer and Holyoke were
off the wreck when the Lonise called
and the Tyee was seen heading that way.
Representatives of the customs service
were on the beach at the time protesting
against the stripping of the vessel by the
American craft, but tinable to get
on board, as Mr. Daykin explained,
on account  of the captains
of the American tugs moving the ladder
from the starboard to the port side.
The bottom is reported to have fallen
out of the ship early on Sunday morn-
ing, but the wreck is still standing up-
right with heavy seas washing over her
at high tide.

The Louise reports the sudden death
at San Juan recently of David Graham,
late of Broadview, N.W.T. He was
taken seriously ill while prospecting for
land, and his death is supposed to have
resulted from heart disease. He had no
relatives in this province and it is ex-
pected that a  brother will comé
out from Assiniboia to take charge of
the remains. The deceased Mr. Graham
leaves a widow and four children in the
territory. The Louise also reports that
the Indians all along the Coast are
holding their customary potlaches pre-
liminary to embarking on the spring
sealing trips, one big celebration being
in progress at Ahousett and another at
Nitinat.

The Winnifred is an
old craft and is not regarded as very
valuable.

Wrecked * Janet Cowan’ omn
the B. C. Coast.

Story of One of the Crew—Captain
Gaudin Makes Some Important
Suggestions.

The wreck of the big ship Janet Cow-
an, with a loss of seven lives, om the
treacherous rocks of Barclay Sound, has
again directed attention to the dangers
of this section of the Vancouver Island
coast and the means at the command of
the authorities of extending aid to amy
unfortunate mariners who may be ship-
wrecked upon these inhospitable shores.
In the case of the Janet Cowan the press

of Puget Sound has made serious
charges of neglect against the authorities
of this province—charges which at first
sight appear to have in them an element
of sound reason, but which on examina-
tion prove totally without foundation.
The keynote of the complaint is that the
Cowan was lost on the 31st of December
last, yet ten days passed after the disas-
ter and no action was taken by the
authorities here to send relief to
the shipwrecked crew, seven of whom
perished of cold and exposure. Now that
one party of the survivors has reached:
Victoria the facts of the case are easily
got at, and the matter of complaint 18
found not to be at all fairly put. Though
the Cowan was wrecked on the last day
of the old year the news of the disaster
did not reach Victoria until the Louise
passed the wreck a week later—the cap-
tain and his six men had perished long
before the news of the Cowan’s misfor-
tune had reached even the lighthouse at
Cape Carmanah. These deaths are at-
tributable, as the majority of the crew
if not all are agreed, to the lack of dis-
cipline prevailingat the critical moment
when the vessel struck; had all hands
stuck to the ship it is certain that mot
only would no lives have been lost, but
no serious discomfort would have been
experienced. The officers of the Cowan
and the crew ascribe their misfortune
in great measure to the location of Car-
manah light; it is so placed, they
say , that it is invisible from the most
frequented quarter, and thus its value to
navigators, especially those unfamiliar
with the Vancouver island coast, is in
great measure destroyed. After the
wreck the survivors were neither seen
from the lighthouse, nor did they see it;
it was from Bonilla point that the wreck
was first discovered, by one of Mr. Day-
kin’s sons, and if the lighthouse had
been placed on Bonilla instead of Car-
manah point, themajority of the marine
men who have given an opinioni on the
subject agree the Cowan would not
have been wrecked. Captain. James
Gaudin, agent of marine, when spoken
to regarding the undesirability of Cape
Carmanah as the site for a light-
house, declined tor express an
opinion unless requested to by
the department at Ottawa. It will
be remembered by those who were in
Vietoria at the time the site was chosen,
however, that Captain Gaudin was one
of those opposed to the choice as a prac-
tical mariner, the stand he then took
being that the light would not be visible
in any but one or two quarters, whereas
Bonilla Point would command the en-
tire entrance to Barclay Sound.

As to the Cowan wreck Captain
Gaudin speaks clearly and freely. It
was not immediately reported to Vie-
toria because the telegraph wire con-
necting this city with the Carmanah
light was ‘“ down,”” as it" is for a great
portion of the year, the diffculties of
maintaining communication  being
very great naturally as the line
runs = through a  desolate  and
thickly wooded country. In Captain
Gaudin’s opinion the route of the line
was wrongly chosen in the first place,
and uninterrupted communication can-
not be assured until the line is radically
changed. He suggests that the wood
line should be abandoned entirely and
the wire strung along the coast,” Sev-
eral additional miles of wire would thus
be brought into service, and the danger
of breaks owinz to windstorms would
be reduced to a minimum. The coast
wire might very easily be connected
with the government line from Alberni,
so that in the event of a break at either
end the Capital would at all times be
reachable by the other. Captain
Gaudin has another important sugges-
tion to offer in this connection—that
shacksbe erected atfrequent intervals be-
tween Carmanah and Cape Beale, so that
shipwrecked mariners on landing would
never have far to go in order to obtain
shelter and a fire. He does not propose
to leave food or bedding in these shacks,
for they would only be stolen by theIn-
dians, but suggests that each be con-
nected by telephone with the lighthouse,
instructions in several languages as to
how to work the instruments belng left
with each. Had lightkeeper Daykin
been informed of the wreck when it oc-
curred he wonld have lost no time in go-

Then the work
of rescue commenced, and atl reached
the ledge safely, and though the experi-
ence was most trying none were so badly
injured as Chamberlain. For a time all
were temporarily imprisoned on the
ledge, which being low, threatened de-
struction to all when the tide reached its
highest. The beaeh was still a consider-
able distance off and to reach it the men
had again to pass through a heavy surf
and cross a little bay—a weork accom-
plished at great risk by means of a line.
From the beach they proceeded
into the woods. Finally the tele-
graph line was discovered and the party
divided in hopes of finding some means
of communication with the outside
world. Those who went Eastward soon
returned and proeceeded in the direction
which the others had taken. J.Cham-
berlain and he (Taylor) remained to
care for the captain, who, towards
evening, lost the use of both legs-
From this on the captain grew worse
and he soon succumbed. After this
Chamberlain and Taylor proceeded in
search of the other party, and walked
all night in a blinding snowstorm and in
face of a bitterly cold wind. The next
morning the party joined those in
advance, having lighted a fire in
the trunk of a tree. On Janu-
ary 1 the men all returned to the
ship to secure provisions. Chamberlain
was among those who stayed ashore, and
it was then he had both feet badly
frozen. The mate, who went on board,
fell down the hatchway, but was not
seriously hurt. From that day until
Saturday all were greatly exposed, nine
having found shelter in little huts
a little way inland, while thirteen lived
on the little rock under the poor protec-
tion of an improvised tent. On: Satur-
day the tug Tyee came along and:reseuned
the latter, being unable to reach the re-:
maining ones. The next day Lighthouse
Keeper Daykin, having received news of
the men, went after themand tookthem to
the lighthouse, providing for them until
the steamer Princess. Louise, Captain
Irving, came alongside and took them to
Victoria. Until all were given in
charge to Mr. Russell, the Cap-
tain rendered them every com-
fort at his disposal, and for  his kind-
ness they have the greatest imaginable
gratitude. Regarding stories of drunk-
enness the crew who landed here one
and all deny them, and lay their origin
to a man named Cox, who in many of
the accounts published took undue
credit to himself, whereas he should
have taken the least of any. Cox was
being given free passage from Cape
Town by an act of kindness on the part
of the captain of the' Janet Cowan. E
Mr. A, L. Russell, of Vancouver, who
represents R Shanklord & Co., Greenock, [
Scotland, the owners of the Janet Cowan,
has been in town for the dpast few days
{and was yesterday engage looking after
{the welfare of the survivors. Twoof the
{ sufferers—J. W. Taylor, the steward,
and J. Chamberlain, the heroic sailor
| who swam ashore—were sent to the
Marine hospital for treatment, while the |
others will be provided for by Mr. Russell |
until paid off. They are very scantily
clothed, but this is the least of the
trouble. Taylor, with great presence of
mind, preserved the lost ship’s papers, |
and these are now in possession of Mr.
