TO TAKE IN 8H0EBURYNESS.

A movement is on foot among the ar­
tillery officers of the Dominion to have 
the twenty-four artillery men who form 
part of the Jubilee contingent kept in 
England until the Shoeburyness meet­
ing, and entered in all the competitions 
open to them. While the movement is 
but in its infancy it has received the 
hearty support of all the comtnanding 
artillery officers in the Dominion, and 
the only obstacle in the way is whether 
the men will be able to get the necessary 
leave of absence from their business- du­
ties in Canada to remain. It is under­
stood, however, that of the fifteen men 
asked fourteen have given a favorable 
answer, only one having to decline. The 
remaining nine are yet to be heard from. 
If the plan can be Carried through, the 
Dominion Artillery Association will pro­
vide for the men’s maintenance in Eng­
land during the time intervening be­
tween the conclusion of the Jubilee cel­
ebration and the opening of the Shoe- 
burvness meet, a period of about a 
month.

In consequence of 
cruelty practiced by the Spanish troops 
on rebels, or those suspected of being in 
sympathy with the rebel cause, tbe re­
bels in revenge perpetrated acts of 
cruelty on the hapless monks who came 
into their clutches.

The customary mode of roasting a 
sucking pig in the islands ie by.thrust­
ing a bamboo through the pig and then 
fastening it to an iron and roasting it 
over a slow fire. This was done to the 
monks, the bamboo being thrust through 
them while alive. Previous to her 
voyage to this port the Hupeh made a 
trip from Hongkong to Ilo Ilo, and it 
was just previous to this voyage that 
the act reported occurred near Manilla.

FATHER LEMAY DEAD.

Rossland, June 8.—(Special)—Father 
Lemay, Roseland’s Roman Catholic 
priest, died rather suddenly this after­
noon at 4 o’clock. He was stricken 
several weeks ago with paralysis, but 
had apparently recovered his strength. 
On Saturday he paid a visit to Trail, and 
caught a bad cold, which settled in 
his throat. His medical attendants, 
seing that only heroic measures would 
save his life, performed the operation of. 
tracheotomy, but it was seen as soon as 
the ipcision was made that there was no 
hope of saving him, as the inflammation 
had extended clear down the windpipe. 
He only survived the operation about 
half an hour.

Rev. Father Revers, of Wisconsin, a 
life-long friend of Father Lemay, was 
with him daring his last hours, as were 
many of his pariehoners. The last sac­
rament of the church was administered 
by Father Revere. The end was peace­
ful, Father Lemay being able to talk to 
those about him almost to the last.

Father Lemay was 49 years of age and 
a native of Montreal. He was educated 
in St. John’s College and has spent the 
last fifteen or sixteen years of his life in 
the West. The churcli and school which 
he erected here are the most fitting mon­
uments to his life work. He will be 
buried here according to his own wishes.

Ballard Mill Burned.
Seattle, June 4.—Arthur E. Pretty’s 

saw and shingle mill, on Salmon bay, 
In Ballard, was burned to the ground 
yesterday afternoon, with a loss of fully 
$20,000. The new dry house, finished at 
a cost of $2,000, containing 1,500,000 
shingles, was the last to catch. The 
shingle mill had a daily capacity of 
226,000, and the saw mill, when in oper­
ation, had a capacity of 20,000 feet. The 
saw mill has not run for some time, and 
the shingle mill was operated by the 
Bay Mill Company, a co-operative com­
pany formed among the employes. 
Thirty-five men found steady employ­
ment at the mill. Upon A. E. Pretty, 
the owner of the mill, the heaviest lose 
falls, as he had only $2,500 insurance. 
The mill was one of the first built in 
Ballard, having been constructed in 
1890 by A. W. Hight, a pioneer mill- 
man on the Coast.

60 bbls, English Linseed Oil, ITHE SUGAR SCHEDULE.

Washington, Jane 8.—The Republi­
can senatorial' caucus to-day devoted al­
most its entire time to the consideration 
of the sugar schedule. No agreement 
was reached in regard to the Hawaiian 
treaty, and the committee is expected to 
report some amendments or a provision 
which will no leave the matter in any 
uncertain condition, or abrogate the ex­
isting reciprocity provision or the treaty. 
An important feature of the causus 
waa the determination reached to 
vote together as a party, which 
insures united action on all contested 
schedules and the passage of tbe bill as 
approved by the majority. The main 
propositions on the sugar schedule were 
those fixing the rate on refined sugar. 
There were three of these propositions. 
The one adopted fixing the rate of 1.950 
cents per pound in place of 1.876 cents 
as fixed by the House bill was suggested 
by Senator Spooner, and accepted by an 
almost unanimous vote.
