This man 
is J. D. Stewart of Nanaimo, who was 
returning from two years’ work in the 
mines with $2,700 in dust and numerous 
drafts. He had made a good trip out 
over the Dalton trail and took the steam­
er Mocking Bird from Pyramid, intend­
ing to make a sharp connection with the 
Cottage City for his home in Nanaimo. 
He had barely landed in Skagway before 
he fell into the hands of the sharpers and 
the farst act was palyed in the tragedy 
culminating in Smith’s killing and the 
eviction of his lawless followers.

PRESERVATION OF HEARING.
Every man and woman should be 

aware of what (to use a common expres­
sion) is bad for the ear, so that they can 
avoid placing themselves under such 
conditions, for example, as might damage 
the hearing, cause permanent noises in 
the ear, injure the structure of the ear, 
produce inflammation m the ear, or. in­
duce the advent of any disease of this 
part. In short, it is the duty of all who 
put a true estimate on the value of their 
ears to inform themselves sufficiently 
to be able to preserve, rather than run 
the risk of damaging, either their own 
or those of their children. In giving such 
information as may embrace this, and 
not go beyond it, I wish especially to 
avoid dealing in any xyay with what 
appertains to disease or injuries of the 
ear, except so far as guarding against 
them is concerned. So in order to un­
derstand the following remarks, the 
briefest outline and the most rudiment­
ary idea of the formation and struc­
ture of the ear will be sufficient. It will 
be enough to know that the entrance to 
the ear is the beginning of a somewhat 
curved canal (the external canal of the 
ear) of one and a quarter inch in length, 
and somewhat narrowed about the mid­
dle. That at the other end of this canal 
to a delicate membrane (the tympanic 
membrane) which protects and closes 
the tympanic cavity (the drum of the 
ear); that this small cavity to kept ven­
tilated by air from- a narrow tube (the 
Eustachian tube), the open end of which 
is pieced in the tbroat in close proximity 
to the back of the nostrils. Also that in 
apposition to the drum of the ear is the 
nervous apparatus of hearing (the la­
byrinth). It may be added that the drum 
of the ear is crossed by a chain of three 
little bones.

Anyone armed with nothing beyond the 
very simple information whiefi these few 
words convey would not allow a child to 
have its.ears boxed, for he wonld have 
before his mind the possibility of injur­
ing the delicate merijirane referred to, 
or the nervous stnictitre behind it, and 
at no great distance frbm the external 
ear. If this be so, the desirability of 
greater knowledge than* now obtains on 
this subject to at once demonstrated. 
.... It must also be remembered 
that the hearingtis very often irreparably 
damaged from shocks to the nervous 
structure which is caused by the sudden 
comprcsison of air within the external 
canal, even when the membrane escapes 
without a rupture. In short, a violent 
box on the ear is about as senseless and 
cruel a proceeding as a violent blow on 
the eye. The fact that the eye to in the 
sight of all, and that the ear is hidden 
from view, is surely no reason why the 
latter should be ruthlessly damaged any 
more than the former. ... It wii 
be seen, then; that there to consideraW 
damage in even a very slight blow, such 
as might be and is sometimes given when 
a child creep up behind anyone, and in 
play gives them a pat on the ear. This 
will, occasionally, damage the hearing 
permanently, and induce a troublesome 
singing noise in the ear. The same may 
also follow any very loud, sound, close 
to the ear, given in an unexpected man­
ner. A familiar instance of this accident 
I have on several occasions known to 
happen from the whistle of an engine, 
the person whose hearing was damaged 
standing close up to, but with his Back 
towards, the engine. ... It may be
