Clark and another woman were at the house
nursing Mrs. Switzer’s sick baby. They
were in the dining-room, and Switzer did
not come into that room  ‘until _ the
cry of fire was raised. P. C. Archibald
says that on the night of the fire he found
prisoner running along King street in his
shirt and pants and detained him, where-
upon he informed the constable sbout the
fire.  On being released he ran to a box and
tried fo sound the alarm which was after-
wards done by Archibald.
