THE NUMBER OF LIQUOR LICENSES.

The opposition members named on the
house of commons committee to consider
the liquor license laws bave refused to
serve, and ‘thereby hangs & comstitutional
question of some importance, as to the
duties of government and opposition re-
spectively. Aside from this really import-
ant question, which is just now the wicce de
resistance with the party organs, there are
some other points worth taking a glance at.
One of these rélates to the perennisl and

persistent hallucination under which #me-

people are laboring, to the effect that the
liguor deslers want the number of
licenses increased, and  that they
sre  moving, not heaven and
earth, perhaPs, but Sir John—to get the
law chenged so that taverns and saloons
may be greatly increased in number all over
the lsnd. A little exercise of common
sense ought to make it plain to any reason-
able man that this is unlikely to be the real
truth of the matter, The saloon keepers
are like other men, . they want to make
money in their business; and they will make
the more money—each individual for him-
self, that is—the more of monopoly and the
less of competion there is in the business
aforessid, It is not that they want to see
less liquor sold, but that they want féwer
competitors against themselves in the selling
of it, Say that by temperance legislation the
number of liquor sellers in any certain place
bas been greatly reduced; the franchise
held by those who remain becomes the
more valuable in proportion, in each indivi-
dual case. Now, when we hear of the
liguor-dealers sending deputations to Ot
tawe, and tryingin various ways to influ-
ence public opinion, is it to be supposed
that they are burning with eagerness to get
the number of those in their own trade
doubled, and their individual profits halved
in consequence, on the average? If we are

told - that they want the Saturday night
hours extended, we will believe it, for that
stands to reason, agreeing with their own
self-interest. But it looks like absolute,
chfldish simplicity to argue that the money-
making possessors of those very valuable
documents called licepses, actually want
more licenses issued, to reduce the value
of what t¥ey themsclves hold, We may
depend upon it- they know a trick worth
two of that,

. Another point relates to the assumption
so frequently made, that if the licensing
power be restored to the municipalities an
enormous increase in the number of licenses
granted must ioevitably follow. But it
need not follow at all, if we make the law
whas it should be. In making a law,either
for the whole dominion or any particular
province, fix first the number of licenses
that twaay be issued per 1000 of the popula-
tion in cities, towns, villages and fownships
respectively. If any municipality exceeds
the legal number, fine that corporation as a
body, and each individual member of the
council besides, except those who are able
to show that they protested against the
illegal act, That would surely make sl
municipal authorities keep within the low,
as far as the number of licemses issued is
toncerned,

If we are to have a dominion act, wonld
it not be a good plan to copy more or less
closely the Nova Scctia law, undcr which
ne mau can get a license except on petition
signed by a certain portion of the ratepay-
ers of the meighborhood interested ? The
supposition that any law passed at Ottawa
must necessarily open the door for a tre-
mendous increase in the number of liquor
licenses is entirely gratnitous, Nay, if we
would but look at the matter in the light of
reason and common sense, we should see
that it is really opposed to all that we know
of the probabilities. 1f danger there be, it
lies in some other quarter, 1ot in this,
And the danger will be all the greater, the
move we persist in looking to the wrong
quarter for it, VERAX,
