Afterwards comes a calm, as if by magic, 
followed by no word or act out of conson­
ance with disciplined order.

The press, however, has continued to 
discuss the subject until it took the shape 
of a skirmishing warfare between the two 
factions of the conservative party.

Monde and Le Canadien for battering the 
reputation and prestige of Hon. Mr.
Chapleau.

No one is ignorant o
of rivalry between Sir lector Langevin 
and the secretary of state (Chapleau), nor 
of the rumors that have been current on 
this subject since the entry of M. Chap­
leau into the privy council; and the po­
sition taken by the Courrier du Canada, 
whose editor is a son-in-law of Sir Hec­
tor’s, seems to give color to these reports.
For us, we would like to ask whether all 
this tends, and what would be the out­
come of this split, if split there really is, 
between the chiefs of the narty at Ottawa.
