A MEXICAN MUTINY,

Soldiers Kill Their Commanding Officer
-nd_’Delert in a Body.

Mzxico, Aug. 19.—One. of-the most sen-
sational events that has taken place in the
military i here occurred late last
night in the Bantiago Zaltheolo ward,
where seventeen soldiers, acting as patrol
for the city custom house, deserted in a
body after killing their lieutenant. They
first struck him on the head. with the stock
of a gun, and then shot him and stabbed
him five times ' in the face with a bayonet.
The emeute was headed by a sergeant, who
formed the men into line and marched to the
nearest city gate. Under some pretext they
got the keeper and guard. to allow them to
pass. Once outside they fired upon the
keeper. The minister of war and the
gerrison commander went personally to the
scéne of the murder and ordered a detach-
ment of the Becond Cavalry in pursuit, and
it is said that three of the deserters have been
captured. One soldier was left behind by the
deserters; he was not aroused in time to be a
witness of the bloody affair, but was the one
to communicate the news of the desertion to
police headquarters,

IT MAY BY A MURDER,

John McDonumkot London Beaten by
Toughs—An Artery Severed.

LoxpoN, Ont., Aug. 19.—Last evening
John McDonald of 960 William-street in
company with two friends while walking
homeward in Piccadilly-street were met by a
crowd of six men, who assaulted them.
McDonald received a severe blow on the
nose, which severed oune of the arteries be-
sides breaking his nose. His companions
carried him iome and a doctor was sum-
mouned.

The injured man bled profusely all night.
The doctor plugged €he nostril, but twice the
stoppage gave way and the immense flow of
blood weakened him so that at 3 this after-
neon there was scarcely auy hope of his re-
covery. If a third plugging is found
necessary  the man’s death will certainly
occur, .

McDonald has made an ante-mortem state-
ment. He knows who the men were and
to-morrow it is expected that they will be
under arrest.
