ATTEMPTED SHIP WRECK.

Striking Sailors Explode Dynamite on
Board Two Vessels,

Sax Fraxcisco, Sept. 1.—The Alameda
brings news of a shipping strike in Aus-
tralia. Ship-owners attempted to make an
all-round reduction of ten dollars in wages.
.which the men refused to accept. The
crews of half a dozen ships have been im-

- prisoned for refusing to do duty.
Explosion on a Boat With 200 Passengers.
While the stéamer Aramac, with over 200
engers on board, was bound from Bris-
ne for Sydney recently, an explosion
occurred which wrecked her forward cabin
and injured four passengers, Later adyna-
mite cartridge was found under the second
cabin, and the remaius of - another were
found in the wreck.

A striker, who was a steerage passenger,
and who had been acting suspiciously, was
placed under arcést for the crime. na-
mite cartridges have also been found on
other coasting steamers.

Blew Out the Inside of the Vessel

The bark Arazo, coal laden, was prepar-
ing to leave Sydney for Valparaiso. An
explosion. took place among the cargo which
blew out the entire inside of the vessel,
killed the first officer and dangercusly
wounded the second officer and one of the
passengers.

The force of the explosion was so great
that the cook was blown outof the galley,
and men were thrown off the masts into
the water. The explosion made the bark
useless.

Business Improving in Australasia.

Business was picking up all through Aus-
tralasia and New Zesland when the Ala-
meda left. The banks were beginning-to
resume business and money was becoming
more plentiful.

In New Zealand the Rivers Ripa and
Waikato, on the North Island, overflowed
their banks, swept away the Government
railroad and inundated all the towns situ-
ated on them. Cattle were drowned by
thousands. Business has been suspended
and the people are starving.

FOUND DEAD 1IN HIS ROOM,

An Ex-Resident of Parkhill Dies at Grand
Rapids.

GrAND Rarips, Mich., Sept. 1—Donald
McKenzie, aged 60 years, who came here
eight months ago from Parkhill, Ont.,
where he has relatives, was found dead mn
his room, where he lived alone, yesterday,
and had apparently been dead some time.

weeks ago. He was partly blind and very,
feeble, and died from neglect. He was
supposed to be in great poverty, but he de-
clined assistance.or attendance. ‘
