RAILWAY PASSES AND JUDGES AND
LEGISLATORS.

A convention is now sitting at Al
bany for the very serious purpose of re-
vising the constitution of the State of
New York, Mr. Joseph H. Choate being
president of the convention. One-of the
amendments proposed prohibits railroad
companies and other like corporations
from giving free passes to public offi-
cers in any capacity. Concerning this
amendment, Mr. J. T. Brooks, gecond
- vice-president of the - Pennsylvania Com-
pany, addressed the folowing letter to
Mr. Choate, which one day last week was
laid_before the convention:

“I have had a personal experience on
the pass question for a quarter of a cen-
tury, in connection with the lines of the
Pennsylvania Railroad Company. ror
about eight years I have ma.inta!ned,
single-handed, a contest against the issue
of free passes to persons occupying of-
ficial positions in city, county, state qnd
federal Governments, the only exception
to this statement being that I have con-
tinued to issue session passes to mem-
bers of the Legislature, and, in rare
instances, extending those passes after
the close of the session to the end of the
current year. I have seen the evils of
the pass system grow from very small
beginnings to what I regard as now &
very great and deplorable proportion.
There was & time when public officials
were content to receive occasionally a
trip pass for themselves. They have
learned to ask for passes for themselves,
for members of their families, and for
political adherents and others. They not
only ask for passes good over lines
whi are controlled by the officers to
whiom they apply, but they ask for passes
over connecting lines to distant and re-
mote parts of the country, good at all
seasons of the year. They not only ask
for trip passes for themselves and
friends, but they ask for annual passes
for themselves and friends, and no mat-
ter how many passes may be granted to
a single individual, if a single req_ugst
be refused, the enmity of that official
is aroused and his vengeance exercised
if he has an opportunity to do so.

«1 have known a member of the Su-
preme Court of the United States to

value of which in a single jnstance was
between $200 and $300. Governors  of
states, United States Senators, members
of the House of Representatives, mem-
bers of every .department of the State
Government, from the Governor to the
janitor, ask and expect to receive these

favors. &
« There is one State in the American

Union whose constitution {ontains a pro-
vision prohibiting person in the ser-
vice of that State from receiving passes.
{Pennsylvania.) That constitution in this
respect is a dead letter in the State
where it exists, and members of all De-
partments of State, including therein
nearly all members of the. Supreme
Court and of inferior courts, receive and
expect, and even ask for, passes. A con-
stitutional provision on this subject
should be broad envugh to make it & mis-
dismeanor for any person elected or ap-
pointed to any position in the service
of the public to ask or receive for him-
gelf or any other pergon free transpor-
tation. Within the last few years
blackmailing legislators have been intro-
ducing bills for the taxation of sleep-
ing car companies, express companies
and telegraph companies. The result is
that passes are being jssued by these
various organizations in greater or less
number, and telegraph passes can now
be found in the pockets of nearly all
members of the Legislature in all the
jmportant States.”

The letter suggests, says The Railroad
Gagette, a demoralization of public opin-
jon in the United States on this matter
that is startling. From Justices of the
"Supreme Court of the United States
down, people seem to think that they
have a right to use the property .of the
owners of the railroads without giving
an equivalent. Or if they think that
they can give an equivalent so much the
worse, for what can & judge give, oOT
what can a law-maker give that he
ought not to give in the simple line of
duty, or else not give at all? The
truth is that notions of right and wrong
on this subject have become 80 distort-
ed that men, who in all other relations
of life are proud and honorable, humble
themselves to beg passes, and do not sus-
pect the humiliation. Indeed, certain
States of the Union have actually pass-
ed laws requiring railroads to give an-
nual passes to members of the Legisla-
ture, to State officers and members of
courts. = The thin sophistry by which
they excuse this action is that it is bet-
ter to make the free transportation of
these public officers compulsory and legal
than to allow passes to have the taint
of bribery. To the gimple-minded it
seems as if such laws were pure con-
fiscation, and as if public officers could
escape suspicion of bribery by declin-
ing to take passes.

In Canada the abuse of the pass sys-
tem has reached a stage that some kind
of cure is earnestly called for. Some six
of the three hundred Senators and mem-
bers at Ottawa pay their railroad fares.
All the rest accept passes. That any of
our judges travel on passes we do not
know. We trust they do not.

One suggestion has been made : That
inasmuch as Parliament pays over tdits
members some $20,000 a year mileage,
this sum might be capitalized, the
amount realized to be distributed propor-
tionately among existing roads, and a
law then passed compelling railways
then existing or thereafter incorporated
to carry members of Parliament free.
As things now are it is a scandal, not
only in the States, but in Canada. The
Patrons have the abolition of passes as
one of the plaunks in their platform.

FIRE LOSSES AND ELECTRICITY.

A “conservative estimate” of the
loss of property by fire in the United
States for the first hall of the present
year fixes the amount at . $568,000,000.
Though this is $15,000,000 less than the
figures for the correspending period last
year, it nevertheless represenis an enor-
mous loss of property and a severe tax
upon the insurauce companies.

The question of the fire hazard in
electricity is receiving much attention in
insurance circles, especially at the west.

e Chicago Board of Fire Under-
writers after a careful investigation of
the matter, has established in connec-
tion with other associations, a bureau
with sepervision ef this new risk  in
that city and in the North-western
States. Its business is to collect and
disseminate information regarding fires
resulting from electricity, to educate in-
spectors on electrical dangers, to en-
deavor to secure uniform rules and or-
dinances for electrical wiring and instal-
lations, and to maintain a laboratory
in which tests will be made as to the
effectiveness (I)f insulation on light and
power wires, the reliability of thermo-
stats and other points relating to elec-
trical apparatus,

A preliminary land by no means com-
plete report of the committee for the
three months ending July 10 gave the
details and losses of 125 fires due fo
electricity. As the first step towards
the prevention of fires is the discovery
of their cause, the distribution among
agents and inspectors of | precise knowl-
edge as to the danger from this source
must bé of great value. - It has been
demonstrated, furthermore, that practi-
cal instruction given to the ' ordinary
inspectors by the electrician in charge
of the bureau renders them competent to
discover and remove many risks which
have hitherto escaped detection.

The rapid spread of electric lighting
and motive power rendefs necessary &
careful. supervision of' this most useful
but dangerous element.

THE TORO RLD:
TARIFF TINKERS GET TIRED

AND THERE ARE BIGNS OF THE
DEADLOCK BEING BROKEN.

Then Again There mie Signs the Other
Way—The House Willing to dive in on
_Sugar But the Senate, Stioky - on Coal
and lron—Enough Dissatisfied to De-
feat the Mill,

Washington, Aug. 5.—The present week
will probably seal the fate of the Tariff bilk
The Democratic members of the Conterence
Committee metin an informal way to-day
ard again went over the bill, agreeing bere
and there to tentative changes. The
Senatorial members of the conference were
unable to assure their colleagues of the
House that the new sugar schedule would
be acceptable to the Senate and »ecure the
43 votes necessary, The Senate conferees
declined to indicate what the nature of
the report will be, but one of them to-day
stated positively that there would be a
conclusion reached not later than Wednes-
day, and possibly Monday.

No Qompromise on Uosl and Iron,

He made the statement that there could
be no compromiee on coal and iron, and if
the House conferees insisted npon the
House bill on those items there would soon
be a disagreeing report. The House “men
still demand sqome concession on these
items. The parliamentary status of the
bill is giving its managers some uneasiness.
The bill is now in possession of the Sen-
ate. The House can take no action
on the measure until  after the
Senate has acted, and it is the
possible result in the Senate that troubles
the leaders. “Some Conservative Demo-
crats in the House who have heretofore up-
held the House bill are now coundemning
the deadlock. Could these men get a
chance to vote on the bill it is believed they
would over-ride their confreres and hasten
the end of the struggle.

Will Go Over the Whole Ground Again,

A disagreeing or an agreeing report is
bound to renew the whole field ot de-
bate in the Senate. The wool, metal
and cotton schedules are said to
be as difficult of  solution as
the other I.hnel' schedules around which so
much political importance &lings. Mr.

NOT 4 GRREN BLADE JN MILES.

Crops in Kansas Ruined by Drought and
Turned into a Dedert Waste,

Niw York, Aug. 4.—A despatch to The
Times from Wichite, Kas., says: Of all the
droughts reported in the history of hansas
not one wrought so much havoc as that now
prevailing all over the state.

Your correspondent has just made a tour
of the western and southern sections of
Kansas and found entire counties without
so much as a wagon load of green stuff
growing from the ground. Corn in some of
the fine rich valleys, whioh ten days ago
gave promise of 80 and 90 buehels per acre,
will not produce as much as a bushel on 100
acres. Thousands and thousands of acres
have not a green blade or'a tassel of corn
silk.

The great Arkansas Valley, one of the
richest west of the Missouri River, with its
great underflow of water is a vast desert
waste. Hundreds of square miles ot fine
arops have been burned up in less than
three days and the corn stalks are scarcely
worth cutting for fodder, as all the blades
will fall to pieces as soon as handled.
Many of the counties in eastern Kansas will
raise a fair corn crop, but some of the best
corn sections along the ‘Kaw river will not
have halt @ crop. The'great potato crop
for which the Kaw valley is noted will nos
be seriously injured, as the tubers have at-
tained their full growth.
