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—THE oriental question begins to assume
an ominous aspect, and the war cloud which
has for months hung over eastern Asia now
appears darker than it has at any previous
time since the breaking out of the war be-
tween China and Japan. China has until
to-day to ratify the terms of peace recently
negotiated by her envoy, Li Hung Chang.
Unless this is done before that time the Jap-
anese forces will at once move on to Pekin
and the war will be renewed with increased
vigor. In the meantime Russia is under-
stood to have presented an ultimatum to Ja-
pan objecting to the acquisition by Japan of
that portion of the mainland of China which
the treaty was to give her. Russia wants
that territory herself, and intends to have it
sooner or later, and she evidently thinks it
would be easier to take it by force from
China than from Japan. She desires a port
on the Pacific open to navigation all the year
round. In entering this protest she has been
joined by both Franceand Germany, although
these two nations have but little direct in-
terest in the matter. France, however, has
for years courted an alliance with Russia,
and Germany wishes, if possible, to prevent
such an alliance; consequently both nations
have joined Russia in intimidating Japan.
Great Britain appears now to sympathize
with Japan against Russia, To-day will
bring matters to a crisis. Will Japan yield
to Russia’s threats? Will Russia declare
war if she doesnot? What action will Great
Britain take in the event of such a war?
These are questions men are everywhere ask-
ing themselves. A few days will see them
answered.

For several years Russia has been engaged
in the gigantic undertaking of constructing
a great trans-continental railroad from St.
Petersburg to the Pacific. When completed
it will be by far the longest line of railway
in the world, being twice the length of the
Canadian Pacific. It will be over 7000 miles
long and will cost between two and three
hundred million dollars. This immense un-
dertaking is now rapidly approaching comple-
tion, and Russia’s great desire is for a more
suitable terminus on the Pacific than her
ice-bound port of Gladivostok. The present
crisis gives her just the opportunity she
seeks to obtain such a port and she appears
willing to risk a war with Japan to secure
it. With this railway Russia expects to
revolutionize the trade of the east, securing
for it much of the tea and other eastern trade
which is now carried by way of the Suez
canal, and even some of that now crossing
this continent by way of the Canadian Paci-
fic Railway.
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—The glorious uncertainties of the law,

and the manner in which it can be set at,

naught by those who have a sufficient quan-
tity of the needful to keep the legal mill
grinding, is just now being strikingly exem-
plified in the case of Dr. Buchanan of New
York, formerly of Halifax. It is over two
years siuce, after a trial lasting some six
weeks; he was convicted of murder in the
tirst degree, and sentenced to be executed.
Had he been without means he would have
suffered the penalty of his crime some few
weeks after his conviction. Buat the woman
whom he was convizted of poisoning foolishly
made a will in his favor, leaving him all her
property, some $40,000, and with this he has
ever since been fighting desparately for his
life. He was sentenced and afterwards re-
sentenced. Several times the day fixed for
his exccuation arrived and the death-dealing
apparatus was all prepared for its deadly
work, when just at the last minute something
would be done to stay the execution. A
week or two ago when it was supposed that
every expedient had been exhausted and
that his execution must now take place upon
the time fixed for that event, Governor Mor-
ton, at the very last minate, granted a res-
pite of one week, at the earnest solicitation
of Buchanan’s wife, to enable the doomed
man to prepare himself for death. During
this week his lawyers hit upon the further
expedient of applying to the Supreme Court
of the United States for a writ of error on
certain grounds more or less trivial. This
writ was promptly denied, but the ludicrous
feature began there when Buchanan's law-
yers appealed from this decision. This ap
peal will take at least six months to decide
and in the meantime the execution cannot
take place till it is decided. This gives him
six months longer to live, and before that
time has expired his attorneys will doubtless
have discovered some other means of delay.
So, in spite of all the power vested in the
great siate of New York, Buchanan has been
several times wrested from the very jaws of
death, and just at present the indications
seem fairly good that he may live to a gnod
old age. Only one thing seems now at all
likely to prevent this—his money may give
out. In that case he will doubtless be elec-
trocuted without further ceremony or delay.

—F1¥aNCE MIN1sTER FOSTER in his bud-
get speech, delivered on Friday last, an-
nounced but two changes of any importance
in the tariff during the present session.
Twenty cents per gallon is to be added to
the present duty on distilled liquors, and
half a cent a pound is placed on raw sugar,
We shall probably hear
but few objections raised against the increase
in the duty on distilled Jiquors. Those of
us who do not indulge will not be affected
by the change, while those who do will pro-
bably still be able to get a drink at the old
price. If the dealer does not like the change
he can level up by adding a little more water,
thus making the mixture a little nearer to
Nature’s beverage and thereby advancing
the temperance cause to that extent.

The duty of one-half cent per pound on
raw sugar is one which will be felt in every
household in the land, as it will doubtless
cause an immediate advance in the price of
sugar of all grades. As this is a tax on the
raw material the imposition of such a duty
can be justified only on the ground that the
necessities of the revenue require it.

which is now free.

In re-
gard to that point there will doubtless be
difference of opinion. However, the fact
remains that last year there was a deficit of
$1.210,332, while that for the present year
is expected to be much greater. The Fi-
nance Minister attributes the falling off in
the revenue to two or three primary canses.
While the volume and bulk of our imports
have been fully up to the previous year, there
has been a decrease in their value, owing to
the decline in prices. The change from
specific to advalorum, and the reduction in
duties, made last session, together with the
enlargement of the free list have helped to
produce that visivor 20 unwelcome to govern-
ments—a deficit. After making consider-
able reductions in the estimates for the pre-
sent year, it has been deemed advisable to
add these additional taxes on raw sugar and
liquors in order to even up revenue and ex-
penditure. The half cent per pound on
sugar will probably yield about $1,500,000 a
year. Until 1891 sugar was taxed much
higher, the old rate of duty yielding be-
tween four and five million dollars a year.
It is to be hoped that the taxation of sugar
is but a temporary expedient, and that with
the increased revenue which must follow the
revival of business the policy of free raw
material will again be adopted. :

—IN the fight for female suffrage which
has of late been going on in Utah, it is worthy
of note that the Mormon church has taken
strong ground in favor of giving the franchise
to women, while the anti-Mormon element
of the territory has opposed it. It is said
that the Mormon church in thus favoring
female suffrage takes this ground because its
leaders and officials believe that this vote
can be more easily controlled, and in this
way that church will increase its power and
influence in the state, while the opposition
to the movement from the non-Mormon
section of the population is understood to
have been largely influenced by the same
idea. This would seemr to oppose very
strongly the assumption that women if given
the franchise would exercise more indepen-
dence and be freer from partizanship as
voters than the men are. The fact that the
Mormon church expects to control to a con-
siderable extent the woman’s vote of Utah
has led to the enquiry as to whether it might
not be more easily controlled elsewhere by
other political managers. The friends of the
movement would, of course, deny with em-
phasis any such assumption, with doubtless
fairly good grounds for so doing. Still the
fact remains that the Mormons want the
women to voté. Why is it?

The closing exercises of the Nova Scotia
School of Horticulture, which took place in
College Hall, Wolfville, on Wednesday even-
ing were of a very interesting nature, being
the first time since the opening of the school
that students have received certificates for
the full two years course. The school, under
the efficient management of Prof. Faville,
enjoyed a degree o% prosperity and popular-
ity scarcely hoped for by the promoters, and
it may now be confidently looked upon by
its friends as having passed the experimental
stage, and become one of the established in-
stitutions of the country. The number of
pupils in attendance since the opening is
sixty-seven, representing eleven counties.
Several took special courses and forty-three
took the full six months course.
