—Qatario is still agitating for a better
aystem of public roads, and a heavy grant
for purposes of improvement is being con-
sidered by the government. Much has al-
ready been done in Ontario to make good
permanent highways, and the best evidence
of the satisfaction resulting from tho reform
is the continued agitation for its extension.
Recently the National Good Roads Aesocia-
tion of the United States adopted a resolu-
tion favoriug repeal of statute labor laws
and the payment in cash of all taxes for
road maintenance. There is much to be said
in favor of such a conclusion, and in our own
“province the ineffectiveness of the statute
labor system issoapparent that itreally seems
that the annual road patching is a waste
of time and money. No radical improvement
will ever be wrought under the existing
regulations, and some more effective legisla-
tion should be enacted without unnecessary
delay. Good roads are as essential to the
marketing facilities of a couatry as-are rail-
way and steamship lines, though we must
admit that their importance does not receive
the general recognition it deserves. The
man who ships his produce by the various
transportation agencies is not slow to com-
plain of the excessive tariffs charged by these
corporations, and yet does it occur to him
that the highways which run through his
farm or past his factory are really exacting a
greater charge than the railways or steam
shipe? With good roads, much heavier loads
of produce could be moved and a great sav
ing effected in time, teams and money, and
it is not exaggerating to say that under im-
proved conditions a saving of fifty per cent.
in marketing charges would result. Open
up a country with good roads and you pro-
vide means for greater social intercourse,
invite tourist travel, encourage thrift and
withal lay a foundation for general comwmer-
cial and social progress ; suffer its highways
to ba neglected or patched into disgrace, and
of what use will it be to agitate for the ex-
tension of our railway system, since the dis-
orediting of the great feeders will ruin the
chances for the profitable conduct of rail-
ways. Roads first and then railways, if yon
will, is a reasonable order for improvement
in travelling and transportation facilities.
The provincial government should promote
some practical plan for the improvement
that is so urgently needed in our pablic
highway system, and should do it at once.
Oatario and New Brunswick are already far
ahead of us in this respect, and longer delay
of radical measures of improvement seems
unnecessary and wilful disregard of the needs
of the province.

~—The Montreal Witness has had much to
say on prohibition, and a new side of the
question was presented by that journal last
week, inspired by the comment of a corres-
pondent. Suggestions as how best to reform
the evils of the liquor traffic, and a.proper
knowledge of the evil itself are necessary in
the education of the Canadian people to a
proper determination to deal with this great
national problem as it deserves. Prohibi-
tionists have never contended that simple
prohibition would right the great wrong that
now exists, but it would be a long step in
the right direction, and the discovery of the
proper course would entail mere amendment
rather than repeal of prohibitory action.
The Witness saye:

- “* There is, of course, no such thing pro-
posed by any one as the total prohibition of
the use of alcohol. There are always excep-
tions. The usual ones are that it may be
legitimately purchased for use in the arts
or as a medicine, or for sacramental pur-
poses. It has been a serious problem, how
ever, how this dispensation should be carried
on. To allow it to be done by private per-
sons has always proved a fertile provision
for the evasion of the general purpose of the
law. Many prohibitionists are driven to the
belief that the only safety for prohibition
would be to place the legitimate sale in hands
that cannot profit by is, or, in other words,
that the whole business should be assumed
by gover! t ur correspondent, Mr.
Bell, if we understand his letter aright,
proposes to extend this principle by placing
the whole business in hands that will not
profit by it. Having thus destroyed any iu
terest in favor of the trade, he wounld leave
it to localities to determine to what extent
the sale will be permitted. By this means
he thinks we would secure in each province
or in each section of a province exactly the
amount of prohibition which public opinion
in the region covered is prepared to support.

The Pacific Cable.

London, Dec. 8—The Pacific Cable Com-
pany has accepted in behalf of the govern-
ments of Great Britain, New South Wales,
Queensland and New Zealand the bid of the
Telegraph Construction and Maintenance Co.
to make and lay a cable from Vancouver to
Queensland, and New Zsaland, via Fanning,
Fiji and Forfolk islands for £1,795,000, the
work to be finished at the end of 1902.

This new wire will be pan-Britannic.
Wherever it touches any lacd it will find it-
self on British eoil. Thus it will not only
link together Great Britain and her faraway
colonies, but it will also connect Australia
and Canada as they have never been con-
nected before. In all other British Pacific
cable schemes Honolulu was selected as the
landing place of the first section, but on the
annexation of the Sandwich Islands by the
United Statea this was, of course, impossible
as the cable was to be all-British. The con-
tingency of American ownership of the Sand-
wich Islande was, however, forseen as far
back as 1888, and in order to provide against
it Faoniog Island was in that year incor-
porated in the British empire. The cable,
which is to be completed by the end of 1902,
will be the longest wire in the world, asit
v;ill cover a distance of nearly 9,000 miles in
all.

Canada and the Empire.

Toronto, Dec. 8.-The Rev. Principal
Grant, of Queen’s University, delivered an
address last night before the Canada Club on
the relations of Canada to the Empire. The
keynote of the future relations, he declared,
maust be unity and self respect,

As » step towards the latter, Principal
Grant urged that Canada, which bad so long

rofited from the military protection of the
glncherhnd. should pay all the costs, not
only of sending the contingent to South Af-
rioa, but of keéping the troops there during
the campaign. Canada should also release
the Imperial troops from the necessity of
garrisoning the strongholds on the Atlantic
and Pacific, and he urged that the Dominion
government make an offer to permanently
man the forts at Eequimalt and Halifax with
Canadian regulars. He considered that pre-
ferential trade, the Pacific cable, and the in-
creased influences of Canada in treaty mak-
ng cooferences, as shown by the' member-
ship of the Joint High Commission, were all
things to be valued as evidence that Canada
was securing self-respect with unity.
