With this object in view 1 wrote
to Mrs. Kirk, Secretary of the
W.C.T.U. in Victoria, asking if she
knew of any opening. After some
delay she said they felt that God
Himself had sent us to them. They
had been praying for workers for
the country districts, but were
without funds to carry on the
work. However the outcome was
we started out, trusting God to in-
cline the hearts of the people to
supply this need. After travelling
all over Victoria we went to New
South Wales, and have been able
to rejoice over success all along the
line, happy in each others’ love,
and with the blessed consciousness
that God’s smile is resting upon
us. ‘
