CAUGHT BY A LION.

TRERE 18 & firm 1n Hamburg, Germany,
which supplics menageries 1 all parts of
tho Wotl(;) with captured animals. In order
to do this tho Hamburg houso sends out
the most brave and shuful hunters to be
found, and in the business of capturing
these animals alive tho hunters ofton meet
with adventures .t penls more starthing
than those of the wildest romance. A man
who has Leen in this business for mauy
yoars relates as follows some of his eapen-
ences with lions:

While trapping lions in the Hottentot
country for the Hamburg aumal houso 1
had opportuniues for sceing the king of
beasts at his best, and for making close ob-
servations of his character.

No two lions arce alike, except ina fow
leading traits, any more than two men are
alike. Every lion 18 supposed to roar at
night whao abroad after prey, bus not half

of them do so. Whon you read of ono
charging into & camp you pra.se his cour-
age, bul for every one such case I can show
you ten where the lion skulked about like
a dog. You never find him twice alihe.
Thero are plenty of instances where men
havo been seized by lions and lived to re-
late the particulars, though no two agree
as to sensations. I had been out one after-
noon with some of the natives to prepare a
bait in a rocky ravine. Tho sun was nearly
down as we started for camp, and no ono
had the least suspicion of the prosence of
danger untii a hivns which bad been cruached
besids a bush sprang ont and knucked mo
down. In spnnging npon his prey tho
lion or tiger stnikes as ho seizes. This blow
of the paw, iI it falls on the right spot,
disables the victim at once. I was so near
this follow that he simply reared up, seized
mo by tho shualder, and pulled mo down,
snd 1 was flas on the carth before I realized

paws on my waist, {acing th
natives and growling savagely.

The men ran off about threo
hundrod feet and then haltoed,
which was doubtless the reason
why 1 was uot carried off at
once.

I can say without canceit that
1 was fairly cool. It had come
8o suddenly that I had not had
timo to got ‘‘rattled.” I had
been told by aun old Boer hunter,
if I over found myself in thus fix,
to appeal lo the lion's fears.
Had g moved my arm to got my
1stol the buast would have
owered his head and seized miy
throat. So long as I Iay quiot
ho would reason that I was dead
and give his attention to the
patives. All of a sudden 1
barked out like a dog, followed
by s growl, and that beast jump-
ed twonty feet in his surpriso.
Ho camo down between me and
the natives, and I turned envugh
to see that his tail wasdownand
he was sccred. I uttered more
barks and growls, but without
moving & hand, and, after mak-
ing a circle cloar around me, the
lion suddenly bolted and wont
off with a scare which would last
him a week. If you had prcked
up a stick and discove it tu
be a snake you would do just ax
the lion did. He supposed he
had pulled down a man. The
man turned intc a dog. He
could not understand it and it
frightoned him.
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A SPIDER'S SBKILL.

A VEBY curious and intorest.
ing spoctacle was tu be soon una
recent sfternoon in tho office of
a livery-stable in the city.
