The result has been in great measure
owing to the operation of the Board, and
the formation of \gricultural Societies
throughout the Provinee.

The number of these useful institutious
at present established there is fifty-cight,
the number of members 3,000, and the
sum total of their annual subseriptions, as
far as can be ascertained, 33,200, The
efforts ot these sucretivs have been direct-
ed to various objects of promoting better
systems of culture and stock raising in
their vatious localities. Lo this end they
have established agricultural exhibitivns,
and have awarded premiums also for the
best crops, &c. Much useful agrieultural
hterature has been circulated through the
country by their means; but amoug the
most umportant of their operations has
been the importation of improved stock
and new seeds, both from Europe and
Canada. The Journal of Agriculture, a
monthly periodical, published nnder the
auspizes of the Board, has done good
service in diffusing agricultural informa-
rson, and stimulating a spirit of enquiry
and enterprise.— Canada Farmer.
