CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.
ONTARIO.

Low watet in the streams in the Geor-
gian Bay district is causng lumbermen
much anxiety, and it is feared that a con-
siderable proportion of the winter'f cut of
pine logs wil be hung up. The failure b
secure a supply of logs bas already delay-
ed the starting up of some of the mills.
These mills, even if they should com-
mence cutting ailmost immediatly, will
not be in a oosition to have dry lumber
ready for shipnient before August. The
outlook, therefore, is that there will be no
recession in prices belore mdsummer at
the earliest. Although a forttnght ago it
seemed that the market was on the verge
of a considerabledecline, thecircumstances
since that time have been such as toa
give little hope that prîces wili weaken in
the near future. An increased number of
enquiries hive been received from the
United States durng the past week, and
et is expected that there will be a consid-
erable demand from this direction, which,
with the local trade, will consume the en-
tire poduction of lumber for these mar-
kets. In the Ottawa valley there is, as
might be expected, a strong demand for
the lower grades of lumber to be employ-
cd in rebuilding operations in Ottawa and
Hull. Pine box culls are quoted ai an
average of $14-50 per thousand, and mill
culîs ai $13, the range of prices being
about one dollar below and above these
figures. No. i pine lath is stil! sellbng at
$3 to $3.25, but No. 2 bas declined shght-
IV vauc, eaiuag at 32 to $2-50.

QUFBEC AND NEW nRUNSWICK.

Recent rains in the castern provinces
have greatly improved the outlook for
rafting operations. The indications are
that the entire cut of logs on the principal
rivers in Qucbec, and on the St John
and Miramichi rivers in New Brunswick,
will be gotten safely to the milîs. On
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some of the smaller streams drivng work
has already been completed. Most of the
mills aie in operation, and an average
production of lumber îs expected ihisseason. In Quebec the home production
of lumber promises to be above the
average. There is a scarcity of dry
lumber for building purposes, and con-
tractors are paying about $5 per thous-
and feet more than they did this time
last year. For cedar shingles there is a
moderate demand, and large manufac-
turers are holding firmly to prces.

U.NITFD STA'IES.

The constimption of lumber in the
United States is by no means as large as
it should be. Strikes in the building
trades are still handicapping the growth
of demand, although il cannot be said
that there bas been no expansion during
the past week. The east has improved,
and there are indications cf more active
trade in the near future. The chief inter-
est in the lumber market pertains to the
log supply and the present prospect that
a coniderable quantity of logs will bc
hung up in the streams in Minnesota,
Wisconsin and Michigan. At time of
writing seventeen milis on the Mississippi
river above Minneapolis are shut down for
want of logs, and ai other points similar
conditions exist. As pointed oui in an
article elsewhere, it is not improbable
that the cut of Norway and white pîne
may be reduced by from s5 to 2s per
cent. This circumstance has already had
the effect of strengthening the market,
and holders of pine who showed a dispo-
sition to cut prices are now asking full lst
quotations. At eastern wholesale points
pine and spruce are held at firm prices,
although the movement of stock is slow.
There seems reason to bclieve, however,
that the eastern consumers will be com-
pelled to yield, as buyers who have visited
western producing points have not been
able to purchase stock at prices lower
than were paid foi their present supply.
In the New York market spruce is held
at $ir 5o to $21 for log tun. The hard.
wood market bas undergone no important
change. Buffalo dealers are-said to be
