of cternal glory j---out mnds are powertully im-
pressed with the benevolence of the Divine ar-
rangements, even 1 those parts of our allitment
wluch are least congenial toour feclings, Itis
when viewed tu tlis hght, that ail the dispensations
of Provilence assume an immediate connexion
with vur well being m the fature state, as the means
are assuciated with the end sought, or the cause
with its corresponding effect.  That particular part
of the Divine econumy to which we intend contin-
Mg vur remarhs n this paper, 18 the work ussigued
{0 man in this world.

Were we to imagine a human being ushered info
this world with powers matured, the fiest jmpres-
sion which would anise in the mind respecting him,
is hug utrer ignorance of every thing essential to the
enjoyment of Life 1 sucha state of existence.  The
ceonomy of lnfimte wisdom has,  ever, otlierwise
anauged the mode of nan's wtroducton to the
strange scenes of vur teerestial ball 5 insomuch that
the detectis oness of lins knowledgge is revealed arad-
ually,and anple provision made for theremoval of
that ampedinent-to bis happitiess, as rondly us s
destrable (rom the natere of lus puwers.  Of course,
the attunment of information on all wihach it-1< es-
sentia! for man to know, is one of those parts of bis
Juty whicl at the dawn of Lis conscivustess press-
es itsell upon Lim. Yes,thoughtful reader,it should
never be fuigotton that one past of man's work m
tlus world is to obtain knowledge : and in this de-
partnent o wide field is presented for his iuves-
tzation.  His own character and that of every thing
else with which he is associated, from the Majesty
of Heaveu, down to the ninutest object the Divine
hand has made: his duty, his responsibilisy, his
destiny---all, as far as passible must be learned.---
That the antainment of knowledge is an indispen-
sable duty, appears the more manifest when we
cuusider the provision the Creator has made fur the
promotion of this object.

In Great Britun, Counnerctal matters reman for
the most part unchanged.

The weather, as in this' country, has been
showery, since the commencement of the harvest.

ENGCLAND.

The question relative to Baron Rothschild taking
his seat ii tho House of Commons, has been post-
ponad 1l the next Session, when ministers are to
introdace a new bill ou the subject.

The House of Commons have, by a large majori-
ity granted the prosent Duke of Cambridge a pen-
sion of £12,000 per annum.,

The Insh Frauchise Bill, as mutilated by the
Lords, has been rejected by the Commons, who
have substituted a £12 qualification, which, it is
stated, adds 170,000 votes to the Irish constituency.

It is said that the Great Brilein steamship has
been purchased for £25 ,060, and that she is to-car-
ry passengers on the Pacific, between Panama and
San Francisco.

AUSTRIA AND HUNCARY.

The Vienna Cabinet seern to.be for peace as no-
thing is thought of but the reduction of the army
and retrenchment of its expenses.

RUSSIA AND TURKEY.

The Emperor Nicholas has issued an Ukase, or-
dering 7 men in each 1000 of the population of the
Western Proviuces, and 10 in the Eastern, and 1000
i sume other Provinees to be rused for the armies.
The population of those districts is- computed at
31,000.,000.

The Saitan has decwled that specimens of the
manufactures of Turkey shail be seat to the Exhib-
ition at Lohdon in in 1851, and he has nominated a
Commission of five Superiur functionarios of the
Muustry of Commerce, three Mussuimans, and two
Chrisuan Merchants, o superintend the arrange-
ments.

Schleswig TWar.~A Protocol which recognizes
substantiaily alf the leading views of the Danish
Govermnent, was signed in London on Suturday
by nearly every fureign Minister at the Coust of St.
James. A telegraphic: despatch, dated Hamburg
1st instant, states that General Willisen -had de-
clared that he will hold the Danish Piovinces re-
sponsible for what miay happen to those of the
‘Schleswiz-Holstein party. No change has ‘taken
place in the position of the armies. General Wil-
‘lisen has issued andthe. proclamation, praising his
troops, and declaring thet they cauuot be driver
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
