be taken in snpport of the opinion generally
held by Churchmen ip the Sonth Yorkshire
(Bng.) distriot that Sheffield ought to be made
the centre of a new diocese. The death of the
Archbishop of York has brought the matter to
the front again, for it is considered unlikely
that any successor could give such attention to
the Sheffield district as waa bestowed upon it
by Dr. Thomson. There is & fear that 8 pro—-
posal may be made in influential quarters to
take away £2000 from the income of York,
and add it to Wakefleld, the latter diocese
being enlarged to include the South Yorkshire
district. This wonld be very distasteful to
Sheffield. The olorgy and Churchmen of that
town believe that if £2,000 per annum could
be given out of the inovme of York to Shef-
field it would be possible to raise £40,000 or
£50,00v which would be sufficient for the pur-
posea of a new diocese,

I appears from the retarns of the Registrar
Generai that the namber of religions denomina
tions in Epgland and Wasles is at this time 251.
Some allowance, however, must be made for &
few entries whioch though different in form are
practically identioal, a8 well as for some others
which rather iudicate religious societies than
distinot sects. These dednctions would pro
bably reduce the number to 200, inclading the

Trr 100th anniversary of the foundation «f
Sunday schools in Philadelphis, U, S, was
celebrated in many of the churches on Jannary
11th., A society known as the First Day rr
Sunday School Society of Philadelphia, was
formed on January 11th, 1781, with Bishnp
White as pre ident., This soclaty employ:d
salaried teachers to imstrmet indigent yom'h
after the manner of the Robert Raikes achools
of England. Aftor an existenoe of 2b years
this systom gave way to the presont system,
bat the old institution continued for some time
its benevolent work. This society was the
orm of the American Sanday Sohool Union,
which datea from 1824,

Oxx of the New York olubs has been engagad
in the novel business of giving a long catena o
reasons why the Saunday school should bs
abolished. Among the oharges is thia: * That
the songs which are sunz at Surday schoola
were for the most part the worat sort of trash
imaginable. That the minds of children wero
filled with nonsenss 1o whioch saored songs
were jumbled together with as little roverence
a5 reason, and that thoy learn this doggorel by
oonstant repetition, so that it is well nigh im-
possible for thom ever to get it ont of thair
minds.” As 2 rale Tne Charoh ia freo from this
wholesale oriticism, for with some exceptivny
the hymns and tupes used in our Sunday
gobools are good, if not sbove reproach, and
rightly answer their parpose. But for thore
Church Sunday schoole who think that the ring
snd the swing and the dash of the Meody and
Saukey bymns, and others still more vapidly
pentimental, is pleasing to children, tho shove
iz wholesome reading. ‘‘Milk for babes,” the
Apostle says, not watered milk, nor sny chalk
in it.
