HOW WE MAKE THEM.‘

Sample of “Gig,” or *Holder,” Used While
'Boring and Facing Castings.

All metal parts of the Massey-Toronto Machines are firmly
held in ““Gigs,” or “Holders,” while being drilled, taced orbored
until finished. These ‘“gigs” are fitted with case-hardenedsteel
bushes which are literally incapable of wear, and none but the
‘right sized tools will fit the holes. This avoids any possibility

 of mistakes, and results in more exact interchange of parts
than otherwise possible. All shafts are turned to fit case-
hardened steel gauges, made exact to one ten-thousandth
-part of an inch in our tool room, which is the finest in the
Dowminion. Owing to the very heavy cost of properly making
these “‘gigs,” other makers genernlly mark their castings,
eto., with a prick punch where they are to be drilled or bored,
or usea few poorly made “gigs,"—fitting cach piece to its
own shalt or machine—and rendering correct mterchnnge of
paris, and good bearings on 1mpossnbllity
